Since Secretary Boutwell commenced
obeying the plain dictate ol common
sense as well as tlio peremptory demandof the law, lie has been met with

The law of
February 25, 1862, provides that the
coin received rrom duties on imports
shall be applied : "First, to ilie paymentin coin of the interest on the
bonds and notes of the United StateB.
Second, to the purchase or payment of
one per centum of the entire debt of the
United States, to bo made within each
fiscal year after the 1st day of July,
1S02, which is to be set apart as a sinkingfund, and the interest of which
shall in liko manner bo npplfed to the
purchase or payment of the public debt
as (he Secretary of the Treasury shall
from time to time direct. Third, the
residue thereof shall be paid into the
Treasury of the United State3."
That the law was not obeyed sooner

is partially explained by the fact that
during the balance of Mr. Chase's term
of ofllee after the passage of the bill, and
during Mr. McCullocli's term, the governmentwas a heavy borrower, and
there were no surplus revenues with
which to begin a sinking fund. Why
Mr. McCulloch did not obev the law.
during liia last year of service as Secretaryof the Treasury, is probably betterknown to himself than anybody else.
He left £70,000,000 in gold and 515,000,000in currency in the Treasury, and
might have dono the country good BPr.
vice by simply doing bis duty iu the
Dialler of establishing the sinking fund
as directed bylaw, instead of wasting
his energies, disturbing business and
injuring the credit of the government,
by his bull and bear operations in Wall
street. It is estimated that the governmentwill owe the sinking fund on tho
first of July next, about 51S7.000.000.
Mr. Boutwell will doubtless pay the
debt as fast as a judicious use of the
leveuue will allow, and thus steadily
diminish the outgoes of the Treasury,
In reply to all fault-finders, ho has but
to point to the plain statute ironi which
we have quoted.

.Rust has appeared In the wheat In
the vicinity of Richmond, and the orop
will be shortened about one half.
.The committee appointed to destroy

the old plate upon which the United
Slates currency wua printed having
completed the inventory, the work of
mutilating the metal took place last
Friday. There were twelve tons of it,
and it was all melted at once, at the
Navy Yard, by putting it into two furnnopa
.It has been discovered that in the

bill passed by the New York Legislature(jiving Brooklyn a paid Are departmenta clause wae inserted by the Tammanyring which places the New York
City Fire Department nnder the control
of the city authorities. Politicians are
much excited over the discovery.
.A conspiracy to flood the country

with counterfeit money, with headquartersin Canada, has just been discovered.The plan was to scatter men
in all I he principal cities of the North
and West, and have the money put iu
circulation simultaneously. The fourth
ot July was the day fixed for the operation,and the intention was to distribute
as many spurious notes as possible betweensunrise and midnight. One man
has been arrested for complicity In the
atiair, and has made a partial confession.
.The uneasy feeling In the New

York money market has subsided, and
the strong position of the banks Is such
as to check any attempt to make money
artificially stringent. The amount of
Uovernuient bonds offering is small,but
they lind ready purchasers, the feeling
being in favor of higher prices in the
future. There appears to be little foreigndemand at present, the exports of
the past week having reached about
$3,000,000.
.The Indian troubles in KansaB

would appear to be of a more serious
character than generally supposed,
from the interest felt on the subject by
the Government and the citizens along
the frontier. The President received a

telegram from the Governor of Kansas
Thursday, requesting that orders might
be Issued to tho proper officers, requiringa force of (roops, sufficient for tho
work, to be sent to Southern Kansas to

protect tho Cherokee neutral lands,
which the Governor iears will be overrunwitli hostile bands. He also fears
an insurrection among the settlers.
.Officers of the State Department

deny the report that the contemplated
publication of the correspondenca of
the two Governments with reference to
the Alabama claims and other matters,
will fill sixtden volumes of seven hundredpages each. It is now said that

Tho preparations
are rapidly going forward but the publicationwill not be finished for several
mouths.

measure.
.Tho order of tho Government for

the employment of colored bricklayers
was enforced Friday in the Navy Yard,
and resulted in a strike of the Bricklayers'Union. There does not appear
to be any intention on the part of the
Navy Department to accede to the
strike and turn out the colored laborers
.Senator Sumner is in Washington 1

and it is reported that he has been very!
busy for the last few days in endeavoringto learn officially if the newspaper
reports ure true, that the Administrationdid not take for the basis of Motley'sinstructions his speech on the Alabamaclaims treaty. Thursday and
Friday Mr. Sumner had interviews
with Secretary Fish, and feels quite satisfiedthat tho reports in question are

true, but he intimates that thisisj.tsl
the reverse of what he had reason to
believe a few weeks ago.
