The othier journals eaci sent
two shori-hand reporters to work
agninst Raymond. He took his notes
i the method which be bad invented,
and the company returned by the night
bout, But while the others were en-
joying themselves Raymond was copy-
ing his notes in the back cabin, which
bnd been turned into a printing oflice,
end when the boat reached the ecity the
whole speech, several columns long,
wus in type, ready to be transferred to
the pressed, and by six o'clock the
readera of the Z'ribune had it before
their eyes. The other papers scknowl-
edged themseives beaten and never
used their short-hand reports,
And the fellowing, showing his re-
sources as a writer:
A remnrkuble lobtance of Mr, Ray-
mond’s working ability occurred on
the occaslon of the death of Danlel
Webster, a statesman for whom he had
the greatest admiration, The news of
BMr. W.'s death reached hereon u Satur
day afternoon, Mr. Kaymond wrote an
admirable biography,  which appeared
in Monday's paper, covering twenty-
glx columns of 2%e Loaes, noud o wil-
dition be wrote thres coluinns ol edi-
torial on the same sulject, Of this ex-
traordinary biograpby Mr, Raywmond
wrote sixieen columus without stop-
ping a moment for rest. Asa feas of
editorial labor we doubut its ever having
been eqnrled, ?

OUH DIPLOMATIC RELATIONE
WITH BEAZIL.

Minister Wobb's Correspondence.
NEw Yorx, June 21,

The following is a condensed account
ol Minlster Webb's correspondence
with the Brazllian Government;

In October, 1856, the American ship
Canada got ushore on the Garvis reefs,
near the mouth of the Rio Grande Del
Norte. The Brazilian soldiers in spile
of Lhe remonstrances of Lthe Captain
and crew, seized the vessel, and selling
her cargo, deposited Lthe proceeds in the
Brezilinn treasury, Reclamalion was
made by our Governwent, The own-
ers renewed their claims in 15064,
through Miaister Webb, for damuges
and interest to the smount ol $00,000.
Finally Mr. Webb was nulhorized to
compromise on the payment of §70,000,
or one lifth the original amount. In
April last Baron De Colegepe, on be-
halfof the Brazillan Go¥Yernmenl re-
jected this offer on Lhe ground that the
Brazilian Minister at Washington had
ool advised this Government thet
he had Leen Informed by Mr, Seward
of his having issued renewed iunstruc-
tions to the minlsier in DBrazil, and
would wait until oftleially informed of
the fact through Lheir own minisier,
General Webb wrote to the Baron pro-
testing nguinst his t(aking such absurd
ground, and declaring that if it was
maintained he shoulid ask for hils pass-
port on the first of May. Minister
Webb received n note trom the Brazil-
linn Foreign Ollice, stating that no dis-
respect whatever, was intended toward
himi; but that the American Govern-
ment not having annouvweed Lo the
Brazilian minlster in Washington, the
result of the promised reconsideralion,
nor of the lssne of renewed and modi-
tied instructions to General Webb, He
keepa his government in the samie state
of uneertainty that it was in before, and
from which it cannot depart, except In
such a manner a8 shall have full con-
aideration for Lhe respectdue toour
minister and from ope governmenl to
the other,

On receiving thla note General Webb
replied In severe language; demanded
his passports and obtained them, As
he was preparing to leave for howns he
dischiarged a furewell epistle at the Bra-
zillan authorities, of which the follow-
ing is a sample sentence: ‘‘If indisre-
gurding my rights and grossly insult-
ing my government, the preszent renc-
tionary and pro-sinvery government
of Brazil has also violated the rights
which by courtesy belong to their col-
leagues. They will doubtleas collec-
lively or eaoh for himself, do as I have
done, do what is necessary in tle
premlses., Brazil has been admitied
into the family of civilized natlons, and
being withiu the pale she musi be re-
quired to discharge the dutles she has
voluntarily assumed, and ba taught to
practice the international amenities of
the age.”

This note appeurs to have brought
the Brazilians to their senses. 'The
Government at once ylelded all that
Gen., Webb demanded, and diplomalic
relations were forthwith restored.

THE PUBLIC FUNDS,

United States Bonds are, at the mo-~
ment, steady, notwithstanding the de-
pression in the general stock market.
Among the Inflaences operating ad-
versely upon the market haye been the
activity of money, which has held in
check the speculatlive deman<d uasnal in
June, in anticipation of the payment of
the July interest; and the interruption
ot the foreign demand, consequent
upon the large supply recently sent to
Europe, and the disturbance of confi-
dence in the foreign money markets
growing out of the result of the elec-
tions in France. For the lnst two days
the recovery of the tone of the London
and Paris markets has induced a pac-
tial revival of purchasea by the foreign
bapkers, who appear confident that
Europe will continue to take liberal
amonnts of our bonds. The market has
been steadily sustained by the weekly
purchases of §1,000,000 Five-twenties by
the Government. Already $5,000,000
bonds huve in this way been taken per-
mupently off the market, absorbing
any supply that may have been drawn
out under the inducement of compara~
tively high prices and the adverse
influences above noted. The advane-
ed scale of prices may be coosidered
now to hrve been falrly tested; and
the fact that Enrope has taken increas-
ed nmounts at the higher figures and
that there has been no extensive

that the risa has been bas upon
valid grounds &nd may thersfora be
expacted lo prove permanent. The
fuiure of the market must depend
very much’ upon the course of
money, the continuance of the Gov-
ernmeént purchases of bounds, and the
condition of the forelgn demand., With
a steady course of the mopey mar-
ket, it would seem almost ineviiable
that there shoold be a considerabls
specalative demand, o conneclion
with the payment of the Juoly interest.
The total payable upon conpons and
registered stock iz $31,850,000 ; and ex-
perience has shown that a large pro-
portion of these disbursements is usnal-
Iy reinvested in bonds. It is, in fact,
this habit of the bondholders which,
perhaps more than any other cause,
has contribuled to the steady advance
in bonds to figures which formerly
would have been deemed impossible,
The present supply of bonds upon the
market is quite moderate, and appears
to be about evenly distribated among
domestic dealers and forelgn baunkers.
Under all the circumstauces, therefore,
assuming & steady couraa of- the other
markets, the probabilities appear to
gvor firmness in this class of securi-
es,
