A FLASUD.

1t bas been discovered that the joint
resolution passed in the last hours of
the last Leglslalure, aathorizing a
compromiseof the back laxea doe from
the Baltimiore and Ohio Railroad Com-
pany to the Slate and to the geveral
counties through which the road ruuns,
15 wnullity, 1t has no resolving clause;
and for that reason alone I3 without
legal valoe, Ifthe resolution had been
pasded in due form as such, 1 would
still bave been valoeless, The State
Conslitution (sec. 1, art, 4,) vesis all
legislative power in the two Houses of
the Logisiature and declsares that the
style of their nets shull be **Ba it enact-
ed by the Legislature of West Virginia,”
The resolution in question, even had it
been headed with the formula, *Resolv-
ed Ly the Legislature of West Virgl-
nia,” would stiil huve been a nullity,
beecpuse LLe purpese of it I8 oot a pro-
per voe fur rescluticn. That puial hus
been conclusively settled by omr own
Supreme Court, in the case of Boyer vs.
Crane, (Hagans' rep. vol, 1 p 176,)
wherein it is decided that the Legisla-
ture cannot give a malter lhe foree and
efiect of law by the passage of a joint
resolotion when sach wattler is proper-
ly the subject of enzciment, That the
resolution under conslderation fs a
proper subject of enactment is best
shown by the resolutlon itself.

Ii createsa
new body with new powers, Yirtually
itis & repeal of existing laws requiring
theee acerued tuxes to ba pald iuto the
trersury, Jor it makes 1 new rule re-
gurding them, viz: that n less sum
may be paid #nd the Company dia-
churged from liability, Itis a release
of money due the Siale, or in effeet an
appropristion to the Ballimore sod
Ouio Railroad Company. Sach things
cannot be done by resolulion. In Con-
gress they bave such a thing as a legis-
lative joint, resolution, puassed with
the forms of enacimont and slgaed
by the Prasident; buat wo such
thing is admissable uuder onr consti-
tution, which surrouuds the mode ol
ennclment with numerons guards.
First, a law can only be proposed by
bill commencing 2 il enncted, &e.”
Second, it mmust ba rend thres times in
each house on tores sepurato days uns
less fur resneons of urgency three-
fourth of enarh house concar in dis=
pensing with the reqguirement. But,
third, it cannot  beeome a jaw under
any circnmstapces without tha record-
ed nftirmative vote of a majorily of all
the menibers chosen to each house, No
other mode is provided whereby noy
uel of legislation embodying tha sub.
stance ol Inw can ba done. Under the
warranl of parlinmentlary usage, mAal-
tera relating to the trapsaction of legis-
lative basiness, and 1he regulation of
maltters alrendy authorizzd by law, are
proper subjecis for joini or concurrent
resolution: which arethe same (hiog in
our legislature though ditferent in Con-
gress. A majorily ol a quorum can
paas a joinl resvlution, oa one reading,
A quorum is 4 mujority of the whole.
For example in the House ol Dzlegates,
the whole Houseis b6; a quorum is 29;
and a mujority of that gquorum, 15; so
that while 20 are riquired to pass a bill,
15 may actually pa=s a joint resclution,
while 41 are oppesed to it, 27 of them
belog absent.

1f laws could be made by such a pro-
ceas what would they be worth? The
wisdom of the constitulional rule is
obvious, and thut rule is imperative
thut nothing shall have the force of law
without due fortm of endctment, with-
ount the affirmative vole of a majority’
of the whole of each house, and without
being first read (hree times on three
separale days in each house unless
three-fourtbs of each sgree Lhat such
readings may be dispensed with, The
object of these guards in the Couslitu-
tion I8 Lo preveutl loconsiderale or mi-
nority legislatlon; sod if respected Lhey
will.

What was done in the present case?
It was gought to release a party from
payment of large sums of money law-
fully due the Stale, a purpose which
clearly could not beaccomplished with-
out leglslative act or law (if then.) It
could be legally done only by u bill in
due form passed by the vote of a ma-
Jority of each house. Dutit was known
that majority eould not be had; and iL
was determined to accowplish the end
lilegally by pulting the matter fora
law {nto a joint resolution and passing
it upon a single reading, by less than a
majority, watching Lhe opportunity to
rush it through when the bhouses weie
thinly attended. This was done, Lhe
resolotion receiving 21 voles ont ol 56in
the House. Therefore, If this resolution
bad even passed in doe form, it would
have been a fraud. As it stands itis
only a fiasco.
