Assertions thicken that some kind ol

negotiations are lu progress for tbo cesHlonby Spain of her righto lu Cuba.
Members of the Cuban Junta In New
Yorkolaltn lo have private Informationfrom Parts that General Prim, wbo
Is uow the government of Spain, has
arrived there for the purpose of treatlugwith Morales, the representative ol
Ibe Jauta; aud that enough la ulready
known of hla views to Indicate a speedy
agreement between them. According
to tblM rumor the terms of the agreementare as follows: Spain Is to recognizethe freedom and Independence ol
Cuba, and la to be Indemnified for her
right in the revenues of the island by
au issue of bonds to the amount of one
hundred millions of Spanish milled
dollars. These bouds are to be Issued
by 'he republican government of Cuba,
but payment of tbem is to be guarantiedby the United States, and the sovereigntyof the island mortgaged to our

government as security. This ts simplya roundabout form of annexation,
but) Haven (be dignity of Spain, as well
an that of the iuHunsentH, who nomlnallyobtain by it the independence
they claim, aud are uot "bought and
Hold" as the unquestioned property ol
Spain.
Then we have the ruoior from Madrid

that "the preliminaries of a treaty foi
the purchase of Cuba have been sign<
ed." A statement from Washington
contradicts this, but indicates that somt
kind of negotiations are in progress,
What these probably are is explained
by the New York Tost:
Mr. Paul 8. Forbes, of New York,

ha* been iu Madrid an the confidentialambassador of the United State*
for praotloal purposes; the title and
paraphernalia of the embassy having
uu fortunately been given, for mysteriouspolitical reasons, to another man,
Mr. Forbes is an old trlendol Prim, and
iKnre is little doubt that the two have
long had an understanding, under
which Cuba was to be ceded to the
United titatea as soon as Spanishpride and temper could be reconcirtHTtothe measure. This Is shown by
the course of the London press; for it
Is In London that the secret purposes
of Prim are always first announced,
aa it la there that those men live whose
private counsels guide his policy and
whose long part?*maintain his sword.
Ifortaln Loudon papers had iu type the
outline history of the late revolution
iu flpalu soma weeks before It occurred;
and the same papers are filled with dis-
riiMMions ravorftuie 10 me purchase o(
Cuba by tbe United Statea some weeks
before die subject became prominent
liere.
Mr. Forbes left Madrid a week ago,

to return to the United Statea and If
the M«lrid dispatch be oorreot, it mast
ruler to a treaty concluded by him
before that time. Perhaps, however,
tbe private dispatches of the Junta ire
more accurate; and the Madrid rumor
has merely been started by tbe-tipanlsh
Kovvrument to teat public opinion in
Spain, or to prepare it for tbe conclu*
bton of the negotiations. In either oase
there is little room for doubt that the
Seuate, at its next session, will have
the opportunity tocontlrm treaties with
Spain and Cuba, which may reault In
the annexation of that and of the other
Spanish islan'ds'lu the West Indies to
tbe United States.
All tbe Indications are that tho AdministrationIs Inteut on the acquisitionol Cuba, directly or loUlreotly, by

pure-bane, lor that Is what all these
schemes point to. Money flows Into
tho treasury In such large Btreams that
Urant probably thinks there is no limit
to it. Vet doubtless the time Is not re*
mote when it will flow much less freely,when tbe present rate of taxation
will become even more burdensome
than at present, and when the Secretaryof tbe Tressnry will be as much
pressed for money as he now is for

TUe Moving: of a Freestone Hotrl la
Boston. a ''1

Fion tin Botlon Traveller, Augujt 2L
One of the most difUoalt undertakingsconnected with the widening of Tremootstreet was considered. to be the

moving baok of Hotel Pelham, that
large freestone building on the corner
of Tremont and Boylston streets. For
many days past the most careful arraugementahave been making towardthis end, and to*day? they were completed,and tho building started on Its
oourso westward. The entire ba«emjBnthas been laid baro, the foundationsslightly raised, and large numbers ol
small trou rollers inserted under them,and these rollers will move upon a
stout foundation wall with straps of
iron bound to Its top. The movingforce is some sixty or seventy jack
screws, armed by human .power and
capablo of moving ten "hundred thouHandtons, which Is tho weight of the
building.

It is expected, however, that onlyeighty per cent, of thli force will be requiredto overcome the friction, andwhen once started llfty per cent, will
be found sufllolent. Last evening the
perfection of the arrangements was
tested, and tho immense structure
uiuvi.u ueany HU1D0D, DUt ID6 pOWOr
wua fouud inadequate, and this inorn*
ing more screws were added. About 8o'clock all was In readiness to put It Inmotion In earnest, Some fourteenworkmen were detailed to work tbe
screws, and others were stationed atall points In the basement to watoh tberoller*, and for other purposes. At thesound of a whistle from the superintendentone turn ol the screws wasgiven and then the effect noted. Tbewhistle again souuded, another turnmade, and then came another pause.This was continued lor sbout half anhour, and at the end or that time thebuilding was moved an inch and alittle over a half.
Tbe rollers have to be arranged evtrvtwo lnohes that tbe building Is moved,and about 9 o'clock a stop was made

for that purpose. All seems workingwell, and no doubt of the success of the
undertaking exists In the minds of
thoae oonnected with It. Tbeoocupauts
of the building are engaged In their
ua«al avocations, Large crowds have
watched the operations ol tbe workmen
all the forenoon, and a squad of PollM
are on hand to maintain order and
keep cltltens from straying Intodange*
rous latitude.
At noon to-day the building had

been moved nineteen lnohes, the lengthoftbesorews. If these are replaoed In
season It is expected that the above
dlstanoe will be Increased to three feet
by nlgbt fall.

boys a chance to show their spnuk and
gallantry. Of cours such girls sre objectsof exotlenient and Interest In tbelr
neighborhood. Tbey are looked upon
as "capital prizes," and young fellows
are ready to break their necks for tbem.
