Tbo Ureal Cialhorinff of Cducnloit Kt
Trenton-Letter rrom ProL White,

of Fiilrmout.
FaiUMonT, W. Va., August 20.

To tho Editor ot tho Intolilgencer:
The conventions of educators hold in

Trenton, New Jersey, during tho pastweek, are slgnltlcant iu some measure
of the great work the public schools of
our land are accomplishing. The three
great departments of the common
school interest were represented in the
State and City Superintendents' Asso*
cluilon, the Normal School Association,and the National Teachers'Association.
A large attendance was had and keptfrom the beginning to the end, but es-
peclally on the last two dayB did the
roll show the largest number. Wlih
the exceptlou of a few pspers that were
either commonplace or Utopian, the
essays and discussions were lull of
thought and eminently suggestive.The whole range of Instruction from
the most elementary to the highestgrade ofstudy was, during the sessions,enter'ained and discussed. One verypractical part of school dliclpilne, tbe
subject of corporal punishment, was
not discussed, however.
The sessions were held In tbe Normal

School and Model School buildings.
The tlrst and the second story of the
Model School buildings with their
lurge recitation rooms were devotedto the school-book Interest.The exhibition here was by
no means the least attractive or lu»
siructive. The text-book agents were»
here in large numbers, and were de*

caslon. Well fed, and insinuating,
they showed more of the bon hommie
thau their brethren or the achool room,
la addition to the book bazaar, the apparatusaud the school furniture were
also very prominent. Harper's glassglobe, nhowlug the celestial and ter*
restrUl phenomena; Queen's galvanicand electric batteries, exhibiting some
new and beautllul experiments, und
the various pattern of sohool desks
contributed largely to the interest ofthese meetings. Tho 8anday Schoolhad also a room for tho exhloltion ofbooks, periodicals, register*, Ac.,though this was not a fair how forthis great and growing enterprise, as
very lew firms were represented. Itwould make a very lengthy article to
give a synopsis of the literacy produc.tlons called out by the three associaItlons.

rods beforo could regain hid feet. When
he did bo he endeavored to Htoplhem
by running around h tree with the
lines; this gave a budden Jerk to the
linen, which caused them to breuk, and
the horses then sped on their WHy with
theatageaud Its living freight of humanbelngn. The two gentlemen jump.edoutaafely, but one ol the ladle*
[Mrs. Moore) injumplugfrom the stage
caught her hoop skirt in the brake, i nd
was thrown to the ground and dragged
some two hundred and fifty yards
before being released. Evary particle
of clothing waa stripped from her body
except bur shoes aud Blockings and a
narrow atrip of her under-dreaa around
the shoulders.

'I ro.\ched the scene of the accident a
few momenta after its occurrence, and
round the husband supporting the head
of his young and golden-haired bride,
his own clothing saturated with the
warm blood thai flowed from the many
wounds upon her fair young head, and
morning as if hia heart would break.
She was still living when I reached the
scene, but was past all human old, and
in a few moments afterwards breathed
her last, Just as the moon roue above
the tree-lops, throwing a tlood of soft,
pitying light upon that inanimate form,
and revealing the agony of the young
husband.
'Mr. and Mrs. Moore were from Wes

tern Virginia, and were the vanguard
of several families who are expecting
to settle in this part of the country.
Deceased was about eighteen years of
age, and wan within twelve miles of
her destination when tho accident occurred.Tho other ludy remained in
ihe stage, closely holding her two childrenin her arms,' aud was not hurt In
the least.'
