hole, and the Btream of gas caused It to
bubble up and boll, whilst the gas accumulatingon the surface of the water
would burn with a bluish light like
the dames ot alcohol. Other boles were
made with a like result at the depth of
four feet. The news of this remarks*
ble gas works is bringing scores of visitorsto see the burning spring every
day.
