complained of In this case, and doneby the man they had in their service aa
porter. The plaintiff's eorvant deliveredthe trnnk to tbe porter for tbe Lo*
tawanna, and tbe porter receipted for
tbe Lotowanna, lie contracted for tbelatter Bteamer, not tbe Annie Wagley.How, then, can the ownera of the AnnieWagley be held responsible for
this? Liabilities for tbe acts of third
parties and servants cannot be extend*
ed by implication. Vessels and tugsarellablo for the baggage delivered to
their proper servants, when delivered
to be carried or kept in tbe vesBel orhotel. I believe that, In taking chargeof the trunk, the porter of the Wagleyacted fraudulently. He can not haveknown that the trunk was for the Lo*
tawanna. The Parcel-expressman
was seeking and asking for that
vessel, and mnst have so stated to tbe
porter, who thereupon must have encouraged(or perhaps expressly alllrmed)the belief that he was tbe porter of
the Lotawanna. Certainly be did not
get possession of tbe trunk in the
regular course of his employment
was to bind the owners for
It.
