for the bill by lirst unseating Mr. Putnam.

The Republican forces were thoroughly or

AJmhiI one o'clock
the Republicans achieved their llrst victoryin forcing a vote and adopting Mr.
Wkix's substitute in place of thtit previouslyoffered by Air. Faunswohth and
amended by the Democrats; but the tlnal
votelMitwecn Air. Wki.us' substitute and
the Committee's bill was not reached till
near live o'clock in the evening, members
remaining in their seats throughout. The
conduct of the Republicans was admirable.

Smith, Davis and .Tackbok on tho Democraticside, and Mr. Wki.w in behalf of
his own bill. Our reporter retircil in good
order at 2 r. m., and did not hear these
afternoon speeches. We learn that Mr.
Davis avowed that what bo sought
(and that was quite an unnecessary
avowal) was, no registry law at all. Mr.
Wki.ls' speech is spoken of among the
Republicans in very complimentary terms
He defined the position of the liberal Hepublicansand gave the Democrats to understandvery plainly that the Lilwrals
were notgoiftg to do their bidding, as they
seemed to suppose (alluding probably t<»

appeals made by some of the Democratic
speakers).
Along towards live o'clock tho Demo-

crats begun to flag, and at length seeing
that longer resistance was unavailing, and
"desiring to spare a Airthcr effusion of
blood," Mr. LAMnand Mr. Jackson throw
up the sponge juid gracefully capitulated.
The sulwtltute was then adopted In place
of the Committee's bill and juissed to engrossmentami final reading. The Democratswere not able to dot an I or cross u

T, and Mr. Wkli-h' bill went to engrossmentjust as it was reported. It appears
in full in the regular report in another
column.
The Democracy have sustained a defeat

which will compel them to lower somewhatthe standard which they reared so

proudly at theoutset ofthe session. They
prolmblv understand better now than lieforethe attitude of the liberal Republicans;for their position is sharply defined
by yesterday's work. While the liberals
devise liberal tilings, they do it in gwxl
faith as measures of reform within their
own jmrty. They seek to make the registrylaw fair and just: while the Democratsseek, what Mr. Davis incautiously
avowed, to overthrow the law altogether.
But in tliin mutter the Republicans hail
no difference#. All were libera), as the
terms of the bill show. Take it ail in allf
the temper manifested yesterday among
the ltepublicans.their willingness togive
and take, their compactness ot organlzatlon,nnd resolution.are very gratifying
and give promise of happy and harmoniousresults.

Tiik Senate liad a protracted session
yesterday on the resolution to prefer
charges against Judge Harrison of the
7tit Circuit.
