The Impracticability of Funding.
Mr. Boutwell'a Error in Forcing

Down Qold.

amount required.,
The standing of Russia throughout Europeis goal, owing to the punctuality with

which her payments were met during her
recent war, to the firmness with which
the Emperor Is seated in power, to her exemptionfrom the danger ol conquest by
other nations, nnd to her vast territorfnl
ix*s<£9lfm As our people liavo been
steadily ruuning upu debt to Europe since
the war to an amount which now reaches
two hundred and ten millions of dollars
per annum, as our financial policy has not
ixjcn improved by cutting*(town onr excessof paper-money, and as the nlnount
paid Ibr interest on our bond* held abroad
Is much less than tho annual score wo allowto run up, it can not be ftnld that eitherour ability or our willingniMs-to
stand tho burden of onr enormous debt
has yet been proved to the satisfaction of
capitalists in Europe. All expectation,
therefore, of placing & four and a half per
cent loan at par at present must l»c treatedas the Committee ofWayB and Means
has determined.

It is undoubtedly true that the Secretary
of the Treasury has Itad assunuioos that
such a loan could be placed abroad if a
sufficient discount were allowed, and the
bonds .were made payable in the money of
important European states; but it will be
found on investigation that the desire for
commissions has had great influence, and
that tliero would be close. scrattov into
our siUiatlon on the part of the capitalist*
who stand behind which would prevent
the required subscriptions.
Tho United States is yet to encounter

the severe experience of paying interest
without at the same time incurrini! a lanrcr
debt When Europe shall rcfUso to trust
us to tlio oxtent of our now nnnnal Indebtmines*,O}* wo ourselves shall abandon tho
extravagance which octtukms this nnnual
charge, wo *hall be competent to estimate
the true effect of the debt upon our population.There can bo no improvement in
our condition until, liavine passed through
this experience, we shall have demonstratedwhat 1* the temper and spirit of tho
people on this subject Mr. Boutwell oxpectsthis to lie n«umed; tlie creditor requires,that It shall be proved.;We have already shown, in previous
krtloles, that the policy pursued by the
Trca*ory of pressing down gold, without
at tho same lime improving our paper
currency in a corresponding degree, iuw
