rods:

1. The rod should consist of round iron
ot about one inch in diameter; its part*,
throughout the whole length, should he in
perfect metallic continuity, by being securedtogether by coupling ferrules.

3. To secure it from rust the rod should
be coated with black paint, itself a good
conductor.

o. It should terminate In a single platinumpoint.
1. The shorter and more direct the

course of the rod to the earth the better;
bantlings should be rounded, and not formedin a»:ute angles.

It should be fastened to the building
bv iron ryes, and it may be insulated from
these by cylinders of.glass. (I don't, how;ever, consider the latter of much importance.)

<5. The rod should be tromiectcd with
the earth in the most porfcct manner possible,and nothing is better for this pur
jMwe than to place it in metallic contact
with the gas pipes, or. better, tin* water
pipes, of the city. This connection may
In* made by a ribbon of copper or iron
soldered to thu end ol the rod or one of
IIM (.'xinrimu uiiii »'»|rn annum mu

pijK* at tin-other. It a connection of this
kind is impracticable, the rod should be
continued horizontally to the mairest

The Operation of the New Funding
Bill*

Fnjtn Iht L'iiuinnaU C<UtUt
The new funding bill introduced in the

1 louse yesterday, by the chairman of the
"Ways and Means Committee. is important
only because it indicates the extent to
which it is thought the House will go on

funding measures. It authorizes the issue
of $1,UU0,000,000 4 per cent thirty year
coin bonds, exempt from all Federal,
State, municipal or local taxation, with no
compulsion ujwii the National Hunks to
make them the basis of circulation, and
no provision for foreign agencies lor their
negotiation. It is probable that this.bill
will be passed, but there is no probability
that such bonds can be negotiated, or exchangedlor 5-20 bonds at par, until the

credit of tlu> Government stands higher
than it does now. To show at what,
rate the Government can now borrow
monev. we have only to look at the

prices"of 10-40.1 j>er cent gold bonds ami
tiie 0 per cent currency bonds In theopen
market, whieh bowls are not affected by
the funding schemes, which have a materialinfluence on the market value ot o-»0s.
10-403 are selling at 10S} in currency,
equivalent to about i»5$c in coin, and at

this price will pav as a permanent investment,if held until maturity, about of per

which is the preseut market price, will
also net ihc investor, if hold till maturity,

per ceut ]>er annum. This is the true
measure of the value ot the credit of the
United States Government now, ami it
cannot borrow money at a much lower
rati*, but if its credit still continues to

improve for another year as it has dom*
during the past year, it may then float a

loan lit It J>er cent, possibly at -1. Tho
bill also authorizes the salts of surplus
gold by the Treasury, and the proweds
invested in' buying ti-20 bonds, which is

merely legalizing the present practice ot
the Secretary of the Treasury.
The most important, and wc may add.

the mobt >ensible feature of this bill is;
that authorizing and requiring the cancellationand destruction of the sinking
fund and special fund bonds and the deductionof the same from the amount of
the public debt, while the sinking futid
feature is kept up by appropriating an

amount equal to the interest on the sink-1
ing fund bonds to the reduction of this
debt. The s|>ecial fund bonds amounted
June 1st to ffj'i.Oou.uOO, ami by July 1st
will be increased to $^,000,lXX>." By de-1
stroving these and deducting the amount1
from the public debt the annual amount of
interest payable will be reduced $.*>,230,-1
000, and further reductions will be made]
as the surplus revenue is invested in 5-20s.
This reduction of interest is equivalent to

nearly three-eighths of one percent, on
all the 5-20 bonds outstanding. This is,
the shortest way to reduce the interest on
the public debt, and is better for the1
present than any funding at a lower rate
of interest, l«»r it is attenueu huh no e.v1
jx-nse, and will subject the country to u<»

financial disturbance, while it U calcu-
