Thus far not the slightest thing hns becn
jound agaipst him, except 1hot he was n
lodger under Mr., Nuthan's roof. * The
young man went on to the siand to face
seores of men whom he knew were more
than suspicious of him,and he bad not
the first friend in the room—not even his,
humble mother, At the first call of his
name every neck wis strained, every eye
1i led,” The spectators in L‘.w firthest
corner of the court room clumbered upon
the backs of the benches, and the officers
were 100 intent on the witnees themselves
10 notice the disorder at their backs.

Right over the shoulders of e witness
were six keen eyes, belonging to the de-
tective oflicors, peeriug down upon him ;
and every word he spoke wais cagerly
drank in, and every one of his' muscles
watchied.

The tone of the Coroner was such that
every question seemed Loimr]yu threat,
and while the Coroner was Interrogatin
the witness and the witness was respond-
ing In & straightforward manner, Kelly
was startleld by the fierce remark of n
jurer, whogot up on the other side and
lw:lll.-l.l in the car of the witness, “Mr, Kel-
‘lv. you will have to spenk louder.”
