But
it should not be forgolten that the war
advance was ouly temporary, and that
prices are now lower than they were two
months ago, ere the first note was sound-
cd which called two mighty nations to the
deadly fray.

It is also certain that the
lull extent of the deficiency will not be
known till the people have had time to
reflect upon it, alter the breathing time
has come. They have hitherto been too
