the real value, ami in cxcc$i of what the
present cost of similar projKTty ami
works would be if purchased ami erected
and laid entirely new. From the fact
that a lajrge portion of tho^worlta have
been in t$e twenty yean, we think they
have deteriorated in value and will reiiuiroconsiderable repaire in« ahort time.
The price asked for the roal estate, includingbuildings. and'excluding the machineryand works, wo think largely in
excess of their real value. If the propertyof the liompany, excluding their franchises,is as valuable us now chimed by
It, great injustice has been done to the
city and its tax nayers in the valuation ot
the property ofthe Company for taxation,
which amounta in tbo aggregate to the
sum of $1^70 only, including stock on

hands, cjedits, &c. This is a large differeucebetween the taxable and real
value pf thjj property if the latter Is not
now gr&tUy overestimated by lue Company.
(In regard to tho'second proposition ol
the Company, It will bo soon ttut whilst
tbo proposed price is reduced to tbe citizoosfrom >3 50 to $3 80, pur thousand
cubic feet, or from $3 15 to $2 53 if paid
at the office within ten days, tlio price to
the city is raised from f1 03 for tbe gas
consumed in the street lamps, and from
tl US Tor that consumed in the market
houies and city buildings (present contractprice,) to $3 53 to $3 80 us to the
citizen. According to the estimates of
the Gas Company, the city consumes oneeighthof the entire amount ftimisbcd by
tlio Company, or 3,000,000 cubic feet by
the city und 14,000,000 cubic fret by the
citizen per annum; and thoy therefore
claim that in tho aggregate they propose
a considerable reduction from present
prices; but an acceptance of tlieir propositionwould add to tho expense of the
city $3,500 per annum, anil a greater
sum if tbo consumption Is incrmsed, as it
probably will bo. Iiy the charter ol the
gas company, it is required (o flirnlshmw
to tho city ut a rnto not exceeding Unit
charged to me city or I'uisourgn uy me
Gm Company ol that city, tlie lamp*,
posts and meters to Ihj furnished by the
city. Your Committeo arc informed the
city ol Pittsburgh does not pay to its gas
company over one dollai per thousand
cubic feet.
Your Committee lmvo examined the

reports oT the prlccs ol gas charged in
muny cities and towns in other States,
and although In general tlio price is higherthan that proposed by theCompany,
yet considering the low price of coal and
the lurge number of consumers, for the
quantity of pipe required, owing to the
compact manner in which our city is
bnilt up, we are of the opinion that a betterquality of gas than lias heretofore been
distributed to us can be furnislicd to the
citizens at a lower rate than now proposedto the city at the present rates, and
yield a lair profit on the capital invested,
estimating the preseut works at their real
value.
We arc therefore of the opinion that the

said propositions of the Gas Company
should not l»o acccpted by the city; and
that the Interest of the city and
ol the citizens will be promoted by the
purchuse of the property of the Gas Commnvflttmeh nrlce as mav be determined
by arbitrators, ill accordnnco with the
lttl) section of the Company's charter.
Wo thoreloro recommend the adoption nl
the following resolutions:

Itaolml, Tlinl the proposition «r the
Wheeling tins Company to sell their
property to tho city at the prices asked
lor the same, bo rejected.

llaolctd, That the city of Wheeling will
not accode to tho proposition mado by tho
Wheeling lias Company, dated December
28,1870, proposing to furnish gas to tiio
city and its citizens for ten yea» from and
alter January 1,1871 at the price asked for
the same.

lltwlml, That tho time hascomc when
tho city of Wheeling has tliu right, which
it now demands, to purchase tho lots or
irrounds, works, apparatus, fixtures and
property of the Wheeling (Jos Company
at the,price to be fixed, ascertained unci
determined l>y the award in writing of
three persons to lie chosen, tho first by
tlio directors ofsaid Company, the second
by this Council, nud the third by the two
thus chosen, in accordance willi the l?th
section of the act of the legislature of Virginia,passed March 18th, 18.10, entitled
"an act to incorporate tho Wheeling Gas
Company," and that the Council is now
ready und desirous to procced to tho appointmentofarbitrators in the manner

provided by said act, and the Mayor of
the city is directed to have copies of this
and the foregoing resolutions served upon
said Company and request sidii Company
to appoint the lirst arbitrator us provid*
ed by their charter.

Iiaolied. That tho Committee on Fi*
nance are hereby instructed to prepare or
cause to bo prepared by counsol, an ordi*
nance to negotiato a loan to pay for the
gas works and to create a sinking fund for
the redemption of Uio samu, ami to secure
tho payment of tho principal and interest
thereon, upon tho revenue to be derived
from such works, und that they report tho
same to Council at the next meeting
thereof.
