TUBMAN DOMINGO EXPEDITION

No New* From the Tennessee.
New YonK, February 8,

Tho Tennessee sailed three weeks ago
with the San Domingo Commission un
board, and some surprise is beginning to
bo felt at not hearing from her. She was

not expected to be more than nine or ten
days on the outward voyage, and a day
longer would have carried a dispatch to
Havana, tho nearest cable station.

Wasihnuton, February 8.
A correspondent telegraplis that AdmiralPorter yesterday expressed his surpriseat not receiving any intelligence,

though ho does not appear anxious. It
should be remembered that the weather
since the departure of the Tennessee has
been exceedingly rough, which in itself is
sufficient to account Tor u very lengthy
vnvairo. The Tennessee is one ol the
staunchest unci most complete vessels in
tho nayal service of the United States,
ami little apprehension need bo felt in regardto her ability to weather any storm,1
although it seems to have been expectcd ut
Washington that her arrival at Humana
would be announced by telegraph from
Havana, but it Is not at all certain and
even improbable that a vessel was found
ready at Saman»4o convey the news,to
Havana.
