Reported Discovery of Silver in
Roane County.

which the mineral was found. Hosaysas
ho wns going through the woods he noticeda pine knot through the heart of a
while oak tree, and thinking it to be a

strange phenomena or nature, examined it
particularly, and iound it to be nature's
work of art. This led him to believe there
was some valuable object to which this
was a guide. I Id accordingly went in the
direction indicated, and loumi another ot
the same description, and also on either
side of the lino was a stone buried in the
ground with grooves cut, tho course of
of which bisected the courses of the pine
knots. At the point of intersection is the
mine which has woven to be a rich Silver
Mine to the satisfaction of tbe owner.
On-examination we tint! thai it luu*

been worked at, some time in the past.
On the south side about twenty yards, id
a sand stone about six ieet square, with
groovra cut in it, running to a iwint The
rock lias been burned on the top and not
on tiie bottom. Supposed to have been
the bottom of the furnace. Cinders are
found in greut abundance, and nicks nearlydestroyed by rust were also discovered.
About three hundred yards from the mine
are over one hundred graves.

shape and are six feet wido and three feet
deep; supposed to run to a point ten or
twelve feet buck. There are three kinds
of ore, rose color, grey and black mixed;

many bad hoys There were at one time
eight of them In her jail on chnrgcs of
murder or murderous assaults. V et no

city in the Union has superior religious
anu educational advantages. In Louisville,
Ky. In tho palmy days of slavery, when
It was common lor one man to shoot anotheron tho sriccl 111 daylight, and the
authorities scarce thought worlh while to
ask why, thero was less crime among boys
than there was In Pittsburgh; and the
only explanation of the mystery is that
tliu German clement In Western Pennsylvaniathrows all tho domestic drudgery
upon women, and leaves tho bovs to get
rill of their surplus vitality as best they
can; while In any of tho Slave States it j
was such a crtfwninir family disgrace fur
the women of it to do any "kind of work
that the middle classes required theirboys
to do tlio greater part of the housework
A New England boy mijks the cow,
maizes the tires, cleans tho stoop, the yard,
tho shoes, tho knives, goes the errands,
carries the packages, and not infrequentlywashes the clothcs and dishes for the
family; and takes pride in doing so, be-
cause he has been taught that labor is
honorable, and that it would be disgraceAdfor him to permit bis mother or sister
to do such work. A Kentucky-boy docs
likewise, because it is much less disgracefulfor him to do it himself than havo a
mother or sister so demeaned. It is
not until ho becomes a man that labor de-
grades him. Hut in Western Pennsylvaniait is no uncommou thing to seo the
mother of a family ol boys carry a boil of ]
coal up from a cellar, nnu replenish the
lire by which her husband and sons sit,
idly yawning, and quite at a loss to know
what to do with their brawny muscle. A
hundred times 1 have seen this done when
the mother was weighed down with disease,or year*, or both. Young men and
boys there are not ashamed to see their
mother's gray linir or sister s sunny curls
hang over u washtub while they amuse ]
themselves; or to know that she strains
her strength to the utmost limit, day alter
day, whilo they rest Fortunately thero J
are many boys who work to win their own ,
bread, anil many who aid their mother's
in supporting younger children; and this
is esteemed highly honorable. From this
worthy class comes a very large proportionof her successful business men, while
the sons of her wealthy men aud middle
classes furnish an undue share of criminals."
