About fifty cents per pound
may be said to bo the average price realised,though prices actually paid sometimesconsiderably exceeded that figure.This is an advance ol not far from ten per
cent, on last year's price's, on the same
clips of wool, and as the weight per fleeco
has annual!v been increasing, it is practicallymore than that. The wool productionof this region has greatly cuanged
during the lust ten years. The producthas greatly increased iu weight or llecce,
nt the expense of tinencss, and at the
?ame time the size of docks or number
i>f sheep kept, has decreased in probablynbout the same proportion. This gives

very much dillurent from then, but at a

lower price and of an inferior grade, aiul

The nut profit on wool growing thus remainsabout the same, with the advantage
