INCIDENTS OF THE RIOT.

The Conduot of Policemen and
Militia,

New Yourk, July 13,

The effects of the rint Wednesday are
rapidly dissppearing from 1he streets.
‘I'he neighborhood of the pringipal scene

ol disaster 15 still thronged with morhid
sight-seers, who interest (hemselves in
viewing the places where the bulles
struck, and where the victims fell, and in
seanning the clots of blood that still
sprinkle the walls nud sidewslks. Djs-
tressed throngs seching absent friends
timidly venture into the dismal precincla
of the morgue, and cagerly seek milmis-
slon to the various hospltals; but other.
wise the city s entirely free from visible
reminders of the fray.

The conversation among all parties,
turng upon the evenls of the iduy, however
wid opinlons are  plenty  a hlack-
herrien regirding the rights and wronga
of e purade, and the actlon of the troops
In firing upon the rioters, On one sob-
jevt slone everybody seems to be unni-
mons and  that 8 the magnilicent 'per-
furmance of the police, The prisonern
captured durlng the riot were all brought
up bedore Judge Hogan ag the Tombs,
yeterdny and though  they sl sawore
o thelr innocence, they were all Lelil
loe exmnination,

The st of dead was inereased durbig
the night by the nwmes of several serious-
by wonmded wold many  others suffering
Trom severe injuries are expected 10 e,
Comubsaioner Manlerre lins directed that
an aftieind st of e killed and wounded
lie prepared.

The detective foree ol thie centeal ofllce
on speclal duty aod the men of the va-
rlos precinets performed exeelient work
during the riot. They searohed aver thres
hindreed persons along tlie Une of the pro-
vesaton and ook  from  them 54 plstola,
That no more plstols were fieed on the
sireets wasdue to this netlon on the part
il thie detectives,  Presldent Bmith statea
thint the Board will soon (irect the Buper-
intendlent to Insue an order congeatulating
the foree on the gallantry and efflclency
iliaplayed by them Wednesday. 1t 1s won-
slerful that the force escaped with 8o few
casunlities, ‘Theonly oneol thewn serions-
ly wounded was Patrolinan Murphy, of
the 220 precloct, who was siruck in the
mouth with s stone, , canslng an exceed:
ingly painful wound, and John' O'Conner,
if the 19th precinet, was shot in tho side
with nspent ball, Both of these men are
last recovering. Patrolman Henry W,
Farbush, of the 32d precinet, was thrown
frotn hia hotse and lind his knee disloca
tid, and n number of other reeelved oon-
Liglona moee or less severe, hut not worth
thronleling.

From an early lour yesterday, tie city
has been unusually qulet, ot n single af-
tray of nny description, haa been reportsd
at police headquarters, since midnight,
Wednesday., The Tl Ward police report
that on Wedneaday, there was not nvingle
iffray or artest In that prociset.
