men are engaged in staying its progress.
What will be tho result to the standing
pine and other timber In these counties
cannot yet be ascertained. No access to
the forests is practicable, and nothing can
be estimated except from the eilects of
the lire near thesetllements,where it penetratesthe ground from one to two feet
and destroyes the life of the trees. The
atmosphere is hazy with aome appearance
of rain. It will lake a heavy aud drenchingrain to saturate the ground and stop
tho progress of the tire.

ANOTHER FIRE.
