Nothing can better Illustrate the prominenceof Chicago's position In the country
than the wild excitement that has provailedin financial circles in New York for
the last two days. Tho markets have
fluctuated with tlio Chicago flames. Tho
excitement is still unabated. Money has
suddenly become very stringent. Stocks,
Government bonds, gold, nnd foreign exchangearc nil excited nnd alternately
weak and strong. Chicago was tho New
York of tho West. It was the great clearinghouse for grain, lumber nnd pork. It
was tho great ganglion of an immense
railroad system. It was tht boldest, most
aggressive nnd most progressive city In
the world. It aspired to n commanding
position In tlio new trade with China. It
aspired to a direct trade with Europe am!
was every year exerting a more powerful
Influence for a great canal around the Palls
of Niagara. In short, there was nothing
possible to which Chicago did not aspire.
Her growth lias been so magnificent nnd
unprecedented that it seemed as If all
great enterprises were her natural element.Nothing,was done by halves. The

most stupendous projects were set on foot
and curried out with an energy that had
no parallel in any other city.
These extraordinary characteristic*

and achievements naturally attracted
capital from all parts of the East, in this
country, as .veil as from Europe. Untold
millions ot money were loaned on real
estate there. Capitalists considered her
future so well assured as to be willing to
lend ber almost any amount oi money on

mortgage. And this is one chief reason

why Mew York is so convulsed with excitementover the disastrous conflagration
that ha9 laid this proud city in the dust.
Even London is excited, as will bo seen

by this morning's dispatches. And no

doubt much of the same interest is feit at

all of the European centres of trade.
As to the future of this once great city

it can hardly be doubtful but that she
will rise, 1'hoenix like, from her ashes.
No great city was ever permanently destroyedby Ore,'so far as our recollection
serves us, and nearly all such cities have
been terribly scourged iu that way. Howe
was once in ruins. London was almost
wiped out .Jerusalem was leveled to the
ground.Carthage, Constantinople, Hamburg,Liverpool, Moscow, and New York
have all been |iartially or totally destroyed
by Are. Yet they (till live. Just as their
first building was a necessity so was their
second. And no it will bo with Chicago.
Shu will be bora uguin tbrougb this great
baptism of lire and rise to a still more

glorious future.

The Insurance Companies and the
Chicago Fire.

The great losses suffered at Chicago
will bo distributed pretty heavily upon
certain localities in tho way oi insuranco.
For instance, Hartford, Connecticut, is
supposed to bo in for a largo amount, and
among tho offices there t! o /Etna is conspicuousfor her Chicago risks.

In New York there is of course a very
heavy lino of insuranco.
Then comes Cincinnati. Tho CincinnatiCommercial ol yesterday gives interviewswhich one ol its reporters had with

several underwriters. It seems to bo
understood that the Andes company, ol
Unit city, is in for a large amount. Mr.
Hknnbtt, tho President, publishes a card
to sny that he expects to pay every dollar,and still bo able to pay a good dividendin January next. The other companies,it is thought, will be able to meet
their losses.

Pittsburgh Is reported in lor a hundred
thousand dollars, but this looks like a very
small amount for that city. Tho WheelCompanieshavo risks amounting to about
f 112,000 In all. Of courso it Is not known
at this time what proportion of this
amount will be lost.

companies will remain unbroken?
Mr. T..Yes, indeed. Those who think

otherwise do not know of the enormous
business they liavo been doing. I can
speak ol ono company whero the premiumsreceived from January to July have
exceeded half a million oi dollars. All
our companies will lose moro or less, except,perhaps, two.the Enterprise, which
has cancelled all Its policies in Chicago,
and the Kagle, which never had an businessthere. They had sorno very strong
companies in Chicago; the Merchants,
for instance, and the Republic, with over
a million in Government stock alone, but
the impression Is that all the local companiesof Chicago must go under.

Legislature or the Constitutional Conventionwill necessarily be accompanied bymuch personal sacrifice on tho part of tho
members, and tho question to be solved
by tho Convention In this city yesterdaywas where to find seven sultaole personswho would consent to make the sacrifice
required. A number of prominrnt gentlemenhere hate, during the past few tceeks,been urged to consent to become candidates,but the general reply has been that they could
not affortl to go if eleeied; that their privatebusiness teat of mch a nature at toforbidtheir abandoning it during the time to
be spent in Charleston. A few men ifho
trill do honor to the county mm contented
to terre, but the Convention yesterdayfoundit impossible to fill the ticket entirely with
firsMass names. Under these circumstances,wo accent tho nominations as
they are, and cordially advise our Iriends
to support them at the polls on tho 20th.
