Klizn.Nwilt, Keindeer, Kngonia and I'aica,
who had arrived at Honolulu, lurnlsh the
following: Tho vessels commenced arrivingat Capo Thadeu* on tho 1st of
May. On the first of June tho ice opened
mil let the fleet up withiu sight
of Cape Naravino. Tlio fleet wns

working westward; found some whales
crossing the Hen of Anadyr. In Ilehring
nm uiuy wuru iwiru pinny, mu mere

was much trouble from ico, and when the
Heel arrived ut Cape Bebring and JMover
Buy the wliaku had passed through into
Arctic, whither thu Heel followed,meeting
with fair success until about the lut Septeinber,when ico floes and bergs of great
extent commenced drifting down, and by
the lOlii a number of vessels had been
sunk. Tim hulk ol the remainder wero
lieu lined in, drilling or driven ashore.
September 2d tho brig Comet was stove
unit sunk. On the 7tli the Human drifted
Iwdi'ly tojseaby two (Iocs, between which
it was crushed like an egg shell. The
crew narrowly escaped. The Florida and
Victoria, of Han Francisco, were also
crushed.
On the loth ol September the Captains of

the licet hemmed in between the point ol
UeU her and Wain Wright inlet held a

meeting and resolved to abandon the vesselsin order to Have the lives of the crow,
which wits done and one thousand two
hnrolred sailors took refuge on board, the
remainder of the fleet, which had been
fortunate enough to cscapo outsldo before
the ice closed. All tho abandoned vesselswillbe.lt Is believed, a total loss,
there being little chance .of recovering
even tho cargo in tho spring. Tho Captainof the Florida arrived hero bv tho
Musis Taylor. The news created the
greatest excitement at Honolulu and here.
The Iro drove down from the north*

west mid forced tho fleet on the mud
banks. Tho loo grounded in twelve to
fourteen feet of water. A largo number
ul the Captain* arrived here by the Moses
Taylor. Neatly six hundred of tho
wrecked Bailors wero Kunakaa and will
remain at Ilonololu,leaving as manvmoro
there, many ol them are unprovided for.

formed, of which lloldcn was made treasurer.The composition of this society not
being satisfactory to the committees Irom

Cincinnati, Louisville, Indianapolis, St.
Louis, and other cities then here, Mayor
Mason resolved and directed that everythingshould be turued over to the old reliefsociety, an institution under the controlof citizens of integrity and regularly
incorporated. This was satisfactory to the
committees of other cities, hut was not to
some of the aldermen, and they refused
to recognize the new arrangement. This
unpleasantness was mentioned in these
dispatches at the time. It now transpires
that Uolden, while acting as treasurer,
secured at least $15,000 of the relief funds
and considerable supplies, which he rofusedto give up when a requisition was
made oa him by the proper authorities.
It is now alleged that this money is now

being used by lloldcn to secure his electionas Mayor, and very damagi ng evidenceis produced in substantiation of this
cuarge. Among omer mingsiioiuen nas
caused to bo sent to tho regular committee
a livery stable bill amounting to $240.
Payment has been refused, and the committeegiven notice tbat no carriages arc
needed in the work of relief. To what pur|wwjothe benevolence of the country might
liave been put, but for the prompt action
in forcing out the bummers, may now be
seen from this specimen. The public may
rest assured that the work of relief is now
be held to strict accountability.
The publication here ol the letter of

Gov. Palner to Attorney General Hushnel,requesting him to present the facts in
the killing til Ggn. Thomas W. Grosvonorto the Grand Jury of Cook County
has created a sensation. On very good
authority ho denies the right ot tho Governorto initiato such proceedings unless
the State's Attorney, should first refuse to

Hut on tho other hand Oov. Palmer is recognizedas lawyer of ability ami nut
likely to make n mistake. It is charged
by tho friends of Oen. Bheridan that Huh
iner is unfriendly to him and has taken
tbisop|H>rtunity to do him an Injury. At
uny rate Sheridan scorns least disturbed
about the matter of anybody. Oov. Palmerin Ii'h letter, reviews the evidence bo
lore the coroner's |ury, wherein It was
shown that Mayor Mason requested Lieut.
Oen. Sheridan to preserve order in the
city, that letter authorized Col. P. T.
