Olivitit I. Tavlok to number

all the lots in the city; and the work was

ilnne and paid lo(, and somewhere we prosumothere is a record of it. A few of the
numbers wo see scattered along the prin. in,ilKtri'ctfl aru " vestiires" of that arrange-
incut; but of later yean, a« people
built houses, no utlcntion was paid to

having Ibcm properly numbered, and
% those who have numbered at all have numberedtheir houses according to their own
sweet will, without regard to order or

arrangement, so that contiguous and oppositehouses are ofleu ad ditVcrent in
tlieir numbers as if they were u square
apart The present pretencc at num*

taring is a ridiculous farce. If Coun*
cil will not have the streets numheredproperly, it ought to order tho
preseut numbers erased; for they are

even more confusing tban none at all.
Hut we feel persuaded that tho necessity
h so plain, tho advantages to be gained so

obvious, that Council will at once' take
tho stc|)s necessary to provide lor a systematicnumbering of all tho houses now
in the city, and to require that the proper
number shall be placed on every new

that can be dune without much expense;
and we don't know anything jaat now in
the power ot Council to order that will
compensate better for the cost.
At the same time, to make the reform

complete, there ought to bo a rearrangeinentof the designation of streets throughoutthe city. It ought to include every
street in the city, and be capablc of systematicextension to all streets hereafter addedby the city's growth. The simplestand therefore best, is the plan generallyadopted now by American cities to
have numbered streets one way and letteredor numbered avenues the other. For
example our streets should be numbered
from North to Bouth. The city cannot
extend further northward. Ilegln there
and number all streets running up from
the river, Irom Jonathan's Gut to the
southern extremity of the city. Whatever
growth the city is destined to have must
be down tlio river; and every time a street
h milled u number can be added.
The streets tunning up and down the

river should either have name?, or be letteredor numbered as avenues It the
nanus of "Water," Main," and "Market"
are to be retained, then 4th, Otb, Oth and
7th, inuat be discarded to prevent confusionwith the numbered cross streets.

If all the streets in thu city are brought
within somu comprehensive plan, like that
suggested, and the houses on each street
are regularly numbered, any point in the
city ean bo found without trouble even

by strangers. It is high time that this
matter was being attended to, and we trust
Council will not deler the neecaaary aclion.
Improvement of the National Capital*

within the District. Tho law controlling
this subject,11 on net lo provide n governmentfor tho Dtalrict of Columbia," declare*that nil "mule cillzens" properly
qualified almll lie entitled to vote. This

excludes feinslef, but ll was contended by
the nUintilb that they have an inherent
riffht to vote, resting on nature, and guar*

The court b4d, however, tfut the Hjkt
to vote ought?ot to to-, and Is cot an, ablatenatural right Th* Met that the
practical working of the assumed right
would be destructive of civilization » decisivetlmt the right docs not exist.
Aa regards the question of the constitutional

right of women to vote under the

provisions of the 14th and 15th amendments,the court held that under these
amendments the plaintitls, in common

with all other persons born in the United
KI..IW nra rjilzau thereof, but that to
make a person a citizen is not to make
him or lur a vottr. All tbat has been accomplishedby this amendment lo the
constitution, or by its previous provisions,
is to make them capable of becoming
voters. Judge Carter at tho siune time
gave as bis own opinion that this clause
does advance women to fall citizenship
and clothe them with the capacity,to becomevoters, but that Congress, the legislativepower ol this Jurisdiction, as yet,
has not seen tit to carry the inchoate right
into ellect, as is apparent in tlie law regulatingthe franchise ol this District,

It is understood that the plaintiffs will
take the cose up to tho Supreme Court ol
the United States, believing that while
our District court may hesitate to say
that the act of Congress.limiting the right
of franchise in the District of Columbia to
male citizens is unconstitntional, tho supremecourt ol the land will have no such
hesitancy.

House of Correction.
Editor* of the lUulitcr:
Tho experience oi our community has

not settled any proposition more clearly
than the necessity for a llouso of Correctionfor the discipline, correction aud
education of young offenders. We havo
our Penitentiary, but this is manifestly no

place for young offenders, whom I will not
call culprits, not having that knowledge
and haixUiud quality ofmind which makes
them, properly, the inmatea of prisons
aud associates of criminals. Placed among
such they would be only educated lor a
life of vice and crime. Wo hive our asylumfor the deaf and dumb. This speaks
well for the sympathies of the people
toward an unfortunate class of the community,but ihia operates more for the reliefof a lew individuals and tho comfort
of a few families than lor any public
utility for beneficence. The mutes are not
criminals; they do not, In any public sense,
contribute to the mass of crime in a community.Hy the very dependence ol their
condition and the place they occupy in the
lamilius into which they are l>orn they are
almost uniformly cut oil' from criminal
associations, and can but rarely bu used
a.H instruments of crime. Bo with the
blind Insanity is more prevalent than
Miner oi menu, anu covers ft variety 01
mixed condition!*, u portion of whicii is
.simply of a imthoduI and domestic character,uud has Jittlu or no connection with
crime, while another class are dangerous
to the peace of thu community, and yet
are not criminals in the sense which would
uiAke tlicm proper inmates ol criminal
dungeons and penitentiaries. But iocictyis becoming crowded with young
offenders who tire raised in a schom
of vicc and crime, and many of
whom could be reformed, il removed
from tho moral contusion which surrounds
them. Lett in their present condition
they become criminal, and they breed
crime with tho lecunidty that all vicious
indulgence invites and provokes. There
is greater necessity than in either of the
instances or the Mutes, Blind or Insaue,
for their removal, discipline and culture
for practical morul life. They should be
removed wholly Iroin their domestic and
criminal associations. They should be
tnado the Children of tho fttate, as the
other classes are made the eleemosynaries
of tho public sympathy. Every considerationol »ympalhyt solely and use aud directionof tho personalforct* ol society demandsthat this nolicy should bo institute^and made definite and ellectivc.
My attention was early called to this

subject, alter 1 had taken my seat on the
beuch of tho Circuit Court, and more
than once I spoke to the people and to
the public authorities, through the chargesmade to the gronu juries. But more
was due to tho exertions of lion. Lewis
Sttenrod, who, as Senator from this districtin the Legislature of Old Virginia,
cuiled attention the subject. I send you
tho report of a sclcct commillcoof tho
SeiwCu ol Virginia, prepared by him, and
which will furnish valuable information
upon the matter.
This Is tho proper time to movo in the

Subject, when the Legislature will convene
at an early day, and at a time not so Tar
distant that it will be forgotten, nor so
early as to be overlooked in the scramble
for more personal but Ices Important objects.

room to publish these rccollcctlons and
the report I send you, but that you will
find It convenient to press tho matter
u|H>n the public attention, from time to
