"No person shall be a Senator or Iteprcacutativeiu Congress or elector for

President and Vice-President, or hold any
iilllcc, civil or military, under tho United
States, or under any State, who, having
previously taken an oath, as a nu mber ot
Congress oras an iilllcer of tiiu United
States, or as a member ol'auy titato LegUlatnre,or an an executive or judicial iillleerul any State, to sunnort the Constitu*
lion of UiojUuitcJ Elates, shall have eu«.i«uUju insurrection or rebellion against
the same, or given aid or comfort to tho
eueniiutj tlmreof. IJtit Congress may by a
vote oMwo-tidrda thcieut remove «uch
disability."

It is asserted that several gentlemen,
who have been elected to the ConstitutionalConvention, and also to our State
Legislature, are disqualified from serving
in those bodies by tho above copied sectionof the Federal Constitution.

It is so far as we are informed, conceded
on oil sides, that their right to seats in
those bodies, will depend upon the con*
slruction which is to be giveu to thu pluo
nl member ol tho Legislature, or Conven*
lion. Aud the questfoi^to be maidered,
isitatiofticuV If it is not an ofilco, then
this Mil section of the lith Article of the
Federal Constitution, will not bo in the
way of any member of either body.all
will take their seats. But if held otherwise,several members of each body will
have "to stay out iu tho cold" till Congress
grants thorn amnesty.
