Tbn Atfitutiou for a Removal of the
Capital-*!!* There Another Richmondin the Field ?
Some weeks ago, the papers at Claries

burg and C1 nilton began a vigorous agitn-
tion for the removal of the State Capital.
Their simultaneous aud co-operative actionshowed a good understanding betweenthe papers of the two places. The
venerable ex-Gov. Johnson, of Harrison,

4 got to work and ciphered out a formidable
table, separating the counties of the State
into two classes, those presumed to bo in

favor of retaining the capital at Charleston
and thoso which were presumed to

oppose iL Jleexhibited the population,
taxable property and taxis paid in each
class, and showed that the counties which
were presumptively hostile to Charleston
constituted al>ont two-thirds of tlio State.
We seo no reason to doubt the proximate
correctness of the kx-Oovkiinou's arithmetic.it a popular expression could be
had, wo Itelicve Charleston coald not get
a vote representing more than a third of
uie wcauu or population oj uie chhic, u

bo much. Hut it id yet to be shown that
on Iho question of a permanent location
any other point could get more, or at least
get tho requisite majority. Two-thirds of
the State would vote, we Judge, to take
the capital away Irom Charleston, but
when it came to fixing it at some other
point it might be diillcult (or any one to

get a majority. So long, therefore, as tho
removal and another permanent location
are united, as they would have to be in
any bill paused by the Legislature, wo do
not Bee that the prospects of a change arc

llattering. The Convention, however, has
some powers in regard to the question not
possessed by the Legislature. The Conventioncan, of course, make a new location,that is u permanent location, if it
chooses; but we apprehend that while the
Convention, like the Legislature, might be
agreed on the propriety of removing from
uiiaruston, itmigut nuewise Uu unauieto

agree on another permanent location.
There is, however, ft way in which the
Convention could cllect a removal without
encountering thia obstacle. It could provide,as the other Convention did, (or a temporarylocation until such time as a permanentone could be agreed on. Instead of
leaving the time indefinite, it would be

4 better, perhaps, to name a Bpecillc period,
say live or ten years; and if at the end of
that time no other placo had been agreed
on lor a permanent capital, say It should
remain permanently where then located.
Should the convention adopt this plan,
several desirable things would bo accomplished:1st, a removal from tho present
placc, which is inconvenient for threelourtbsof the State and without adequate
accommodations for the public; 2d, a
removal of the question wholly from the
Legislature for several years to come,
whereas It will be a subject ol contention
so long as the prcsuut unsatisfactory locationis continued; and, ild, a solution of
the question would be deferred to n time,
when the development of public improvementswould have indicated where a capitalmight bo put sn as to secure the permanentconvenience ol the greater part of
tbo State, and when the State itself
would havo Its finances sufficiently in
hand to enter on the erection of respectablecapltol buildings.
The waves of the recent agitation have

rcachcd Charleston, and the journals
there bIiow unmistakable signs ol being
stirred by them. The JlqmMican '«confirmedin its opinion, expressed before the
Convention was called, that the chid
motive with many who wcro bo clamorousfor a Convention was to reopen tlio
question of a new location for the Capital.
Wo have not, heretofore, felt much confidenceIn any efforts in that direction.

Charleston has the great advantage of
possesion, which Is several points.if not
nine.in lis favor; ami wo presume tlio
hospitable people there know how to Improvetills advantage to the utmost. Hut
latterly we have had ft suspicion that a
now Richmond Is in the Held. The immanentlocation of the State Capital on (tie
Ilaltimore & Ohio Haiiroad, If West Virginiais ever to become a State ol any Importance,as doubtless it soniollmo will,
would In timo bo worth a great deal to
that corporation. It seems strange Mr.
Gabrrtt has not perceived it soonerWesuspect, however, that he does perceiveIt now, since a rival line of railroad
has reached the present capital. At any
rate there are not wanting signs that Mr.
Garrett's corporation would like to have
tlio capital of the State removed to a point
on their road. Parkersburg, Clarksburg
or Oralton would do, but the latter would
no doubt bo preferred on nccount of Its
location at tho Junction. Either place it
must ho conlcssed would be an improvementon Charleston, though Clarksburg
seems to us best fitted by its location and
surroundings to bo tho place, and live
years will probably mako It a better railroadpoint, for accessibility from the
southern part of tho State, than Grafton.
Just how much of tho llaltlmoro &
Ohio Itailroad influence is behind the
agitation at Grafton and Clarksburg
ptn nnlv tin rnniwtnrpil. hill nllhru-

THE RAILROAD"UP THE RIVER,
tloro Exoollont Reasons for BuildingIt.

IIh Value In Our Manufacturing
I iitoresta.

The Development of Muinifiu'liirlu?
Site* Above tho City.

I In \i* I lie ltnml Would Fur tlio CHt
and County.

\ Measure of ScU-Protection.Must
be Hullt to Keep Capital from
Going Out of the County.

At the railroad meeting, held at the
Court llouso in thia city Wednesday
evening (llitli) upon the conclusion of
President Pendlbton'b remarks, calls
were made for IION. C. D. IIlTHBARD»
who, responding to the call, said:
Mr. President, if I thought I could say

anything that would throw any additional
light on this subject, I would bo very glad
to do so. As has been clearly shown, we
need this river road; and the few remarks
I ehull muko will bo with referenco to
that.

1 may say I bare no opposition whateverto the roads in Ohio. I was one of the
incorporators iu one of them and a stockholder,having mado an actual subscription,lor a small amoupt to be sure, to the
one already organized. Therefore, I may
say 1 have no opposition to these roads.
The remarks I mako, however, are with
reference to the road sjjoken of by Mr.
Pon.llninn
We need it lirat.and I speak now ns a

niHiiutucturcr.as a means of competition
with the Baltimore it Ohio Railroad. We
can reach by the propowd road every
point east and west that wo can reach by
the Ualtlmrthi & Ohio. Let mo illustrate
by a single example the advantages ol this
competition. As many of you lire aware,
within the last year I nave becomo interestedin one of your nail manufactories.
Whin I went into that the freight on nails
was 15 cents per hundred pounds to
Cleveland, Ohio. A keg ol nails weighs
100 |>ounds, the nails 100 pounds and
the keg six pounds. The freight on
a keg ol nails wits, therefore,
nearly sixteen cents. The Baltimore it
Ohio railroad made an arrangement by
which they would put our nails in Cleve.
land for tiftcon cents a keg. The Clevelandroad came down promptly to the
same tlgurea. A cent a keg is a matter
ol very considerable importance. It
seems n small thing on a single keg; but
when you make 100,000, or 180,000, or
200,000 kegs, as some of your mills each
make in a year, It is $1,000, $1,800 or

$2,000. Of course it is essential to large
manufacturing establishments that thoy
reach the point of sale at tho lowest posHililerata, ami at as low a rate as any ol
their competitors.W4 need tho railroad to bring to us
the materials tho manufacturer uses.(or
Instance, the ores Irom Lake Superior to
manufacture iron. Within the lost year
Wheeling capital has gone on the other
side of the river and built a furnace
which will cost <200.000 bv the time It is
fully in operation, for supplying the
Wheeling market with iron. Thev do
not propose to send the Iron to Pittsburgh,but to bring it to tlio Wheelingmarket. Why build alunmco on the
other side of the river rathor than on this ?
Dimply because they had a railroad on
the other side, nnd none on this. I am
safe in saying lor that, and no other reason.becausethey must have a railroad
in order to get materials as cheaply ns
possiblo.
We need this road lor manufacturing

sites, liecauso Wheeling la a manufacturingcity or nothing. By manufactures we
must live and grow and prosper. The
commercial interest, much as I honor and
respcct it, must come sedbndary in the
history oi Wheeling. Your best sltcB
no# accessible by means ol railroad are
all taken up in uhin county! ami within
tin) last year Wheeling capita! again lias
gone into a neighboring county to build n
Furnace costing more than $200,000 j and
that goes to swell tlio tax value of an
adjoining county and to diminish
that ol your otvn. That furnace
ought to have been In this county, but
your best sites were uii taken up. Open
up these sites lying up the river, by a
road, and within live years I am satisfied
there will bo at least one furnace built.
Uuild one furnace; say it will bo only
$100,000: Each furnace or mill must
have dwelling houses for its men. They
will lmvu families, so that a population
from 500 to 1,000 will soon gather around
it, thus forming tho nucleus of a town,
adding to the taxaablc value of your
county lust the amount that la placedthere. Ten years otter tills road shall
have been completed to the Pan-Handle
road there will be in tills county additionaltaxable capital invested along this
lino of road that will amount to at least
ono million of dollars.
Hupposc tiiis subscription shall be

$200,000 or $22!>,000, or whatever maytie necessary. For the sake ol mak-

If tills road Is built wo may tcasonnhiyantici|iate that In the next ten years ailditionalcapital will bo Invested along the
lino in the mills, factories and furnaces
that will bo built and the towns springingup around them, (to say nothing^! the
road Itscll as a subject ol taxation,) which
will add to your tax list more than a millionol dollars and probably double that
stim. The tax on this alono will pay the
Interest on the bonds. Our annual tax,
county and Stale, Is atiout $1 B0 on the

J100 valuation. That rate on a million
ollars rays your $15,000 interest, and

nays It Irnm tuls Increased capital on that
lino ol road and the rest of the county has
no additional portion to henr. I havcarone
on tho supposition that the road
does not pay anything, but that wo get
our money back In tho increased taxable
value which we will build tip In our own
county. If the IProfessorVl view bo cor

red that the road will pay this interest,
which 1 sou no reason to doubt, then we
shall have & sum equal to it to add to the
resources of the county treasury.
The Benwood mill was built some

twenty years ago, when there was not a

single house (I think) along the river
there; hut the projectors had assurancethat the Baltimore road was comiiii;there, and that they would have a
railroad. That mill adds to-day to the
taxable value of Marshall county not less
than #^00,000 and jnjssibly a hall million.
They have a town there of ten, twelve or

possibly fifteen hundred persons, almost
entirely the result of the building of that
mill. What was the fuel when wo bad
no railroad at either end ol the town? The
tirst mill was bnilt at the north end oi the
totirn, as the best manufacturing bite, but
the railroad going down tho river, all
subsequent nianulactories were built down
there, because they could not oilbrd the
additional haul necessary in building furtherup tho river.
Again, simply as a matter of courtesy

and justice to the north end of the couutyand city, this road ought to bo built.
This county subscribed $300,000 to build
the llempticld, which runs through the
entire ccutro ol tho county to the Pennsylvanialine. Tho city subscribed $500,000to the Baltimore & Ohio, which has
been built down the river, and ]>opulation
and capital have followed the direction of
that road and out along the lieuiptleld.
Now, then, justice to the northern end ol
tho comity, which has been helping to pay
these taxes should induco citizens, even
in other portions of the county, to vote
this appropriation to build this road into
the upper end of the county. It is but
Jair and honorable, and that duo courtesy
which each part of the county owes to
tho other.
Having shown, I believe, that this

would be a fair investment of our money,

our votes in favor of this road on the lid
ot January next.

Then
wc will take up tho other railroad schemes
that may be lound necessary hereafter,
and I trust we will bo able to build all
these roads in due courso of timo. [ Applause.]
