Firnt, That the question of making said
subscription shall first be submitted to a
voie ul the people ol the city after ten
days notice.

tScwiul, That if a majority of the votes
cast at said election shall be in favor of
such subscription, it shall bcthedfity'ofthe. City Council to subscribe a sum not
exceeding $:500,000 to the capital stock ol
said company upon such conditions as
may be agreed upon between the CityCouncil aud said railroad company, and
provide for the payment by taxation or
by issuing bonds lor such sum, payable at
such time aud bearing such rate of interestas the City Council may prescribe.

Third, That the eastern" terminus of
said road aud its depot grounds and buildingsshall be within the corporate limits
of"the city of Wheeling.

Hewlct'il, That inasmuch as the CityCouncil aud the people of Wheeling may
be presumed to be capable of managing
their own atlaira, it would be inexpedient
for the Legislature to prescribe any conditionsas to the time when said road shall
be completed, in what partol the city the
depot should be located, or any other conditionsexcept such as are specified in the
loregoing resolution.

Jlesoiocd, That the members of the Legislaturefrom Ohio county be requested to
nrgo the passage of a law containing the
foregoing provisions at the earliest practicableday.On motion the resolutions were referred
to the Committee on Railroads with instructionsto report at the next meeting.
