o pladé of refoge for horse thidves nnd oat-
laws of every variety, who now escape
thither in great numbers in order to place
themselves beyond the jarisdtetion of the
neighboring Btates. The Indian tribes
ure wholly averse to being merged in o
alngln Territory, préparatory to becoming
o fitate Dy themselves. They desire to
maintaln thelr tribal existence and char-
ncter, and to have the United Btates re-
spect the treaties which have been formed
with them. Once lused together and or-
ganized a8 a Territory, they foreseo that
thiy will be overrun by the white popula-
tion that will flow In among them, that
their lands will be cutup by railroads and
bought snd sold by npcculmm, and that
all the peculisritics of their position as
tribes and nations will pass away.

Itis disgraceful that the faith of the
government, fledged in its Indian treaties,
should seem to be In nny respect at the
mercy of lund grabbers. The intruders on
the Oherokee or other reservations should
be oncompromisingly ejected in every in-
atance, * ‘When the fiult is due to any neg-
ligenca or collusion of the government's
agents, the fact should be made to appear
in strong rellef, and punishment, if possi,
ble, be inflicled.
