The Bridge Rabseriptioa.
At Uie last meeting of Council, as our

readers know, an ordinance was adopted
submitting to tbe people of this city,June
1st, tbe question whether theclty shall or

shall not subscribe $300,000 to the stock
of the projected railroad bridge. The
only plan yet suggested whereby the rest
of the necessary stock ot this enterprise
can be obtslned was that brought forward
by Mr. Wilson, of New York, at the recentmeeting at the Council Chamber,
viz.: that the Wheeling & Lake Brie
Railway Company aubscribethe proceeds
of $100,000 mortgage bonds, to be issued
In addition to those agreed on in the contractwith Hr. Wilson ana his associates.
To make this subscription available, it is
essential that the Wheeling &Lake Erie
Company shall obtain the amount ol local
subscription required by their constructioncontract-tlO.OOO a mile or (2,000,000
in the aggregate. We have been informed
that to do this a subscription by this city
to the capital stock ol the Railway Companyoi $300,000 is absolutely necessary.
The situation seems, therelore, to be

about this: That it will be futile to vote
a subscription to the bridge without makinga subscription also to the railway.
Of course the Council will not subscribe
except on conditions which will guaranteethe proper application of the money
and the success of the bridge; .a subscriptionby the railway company is essentialto that success; and a subscriptionby the city to the stock of the BailwayCompany is a prerequisite to iU success.As at present projected, the two
undertakings are inseparably connected.
and a subscription to cither without one
to the other la mere child's nlav. *

For these reasons we do not perceive
Just why Council has seen fit to submit
the question of subscribing to the Bridge
without submitting at the same time the
question of subscription to the Railway.
One result of oar observation of the railroaddiscussions here for the past three
or lour years is that our peoplo are more
alraid of being cheated than they are of
subscribing their money. They have had
some experience with fire and do not
mean to burn their fingers again if they
can help it. They want an open, straightforward,fair and square proposition. They
want to know belore subscribing that the
money will be properly applied and that
it will accomplish what Is proposed. Show
th»a that $900,000, or any other sum
within their ability, will insure them both
railway and bridge, and we should think
the chinces good that the money would
be voted. But we believo thoy will

"Dot vote any of it upon uncertainties.
Thqy will not vote money for a bridge
withouta reasonable prospect that it will
be ot some use when done.that we are
to have a railway to use' it.nor without
guarantees that the money would not be
paid until enough had been subscribed by
other responsible parties to Insure the
completion of the work. It would have
been better if these guarantees bad accompaniedthe ordinance passed. There are

pleat; of people who do not regard the.
Council as a very safe depository for the
unrestricted control oflargesums ofmoney;
and they would Tote them authority mucb
more Ireely if at the same time it was conferredunder safe limitations. Still less,
will people be inclined to vote to authorizetho bridge subscription as long as the
question of subscribing to the railway is
left in abeyaaoe. And why is it to bo so
left! Are wo to build a bridge first aud
then tako the chances of a railroad afterwards?It is conceded that .^e railroad
will fail unless we aid it with at least
$300,000. Then why not submit that, too,
at the same time f It ought to be providedby Council that in no event should
one subscription be made without the
other. In the absence of Buch a' precautionas this, our people ought to be permittedto yote for both at the same time.
The merits of both undertakings havebeen discussed and are well understood.

IV only remains to give the people ot the
city a fair chance for an unembarrassed
vote upon each. If people have to vote
upon one at a time, under all the uncertaintiesUiat most attend auch a proceeding,nobody need be surprised if they vote
against it IT they can haye an opportunityto yote on both together, underpropersafeguards, the chances are lair that both
woald carry. Submitted in that shape we
should at least bare a definite settlement
ot the question.and even that would be
some comfort. .

All the small moths are directly attracted
by the light, fly towards It, and in their
attempta to get at the light, are either
caught by the glntlnous sides ot the bellglass,or fall into the basin ot oil beneath.

ridding the fruit-garden ofInsects of everydescription, which is suited to all situations.and has been found to work admirably,Is to take a number of common
bottles, thewider-mouthed the better, andfill tbem about ball full of a mixture of
water, molasses and vinegar.

these among the branches of the trees,andin various parte of the garden. They will,
in a week or two, be Tound to bo filled
