olden times was the OfUgial browcry, 11

toot source ol revenue to the prince. In atthe sixteenth century thoro was u great uirage for a new kind oi beer, which was piperfectly white, but which is not now £}mailc. It was to brew this white beerthat the official brewery was established. FtLater, however, this old browery was do- Jtvital exclusively to the manufacture ol JjJDock, a kind ot beer first made in Ein- coliock, ol Brunswick, whcnce it derived its
name.
