The bonds aro to bo In
sums ol (100 each, and to bear six per
rent interest, from March 1.1872. nnd nm
payable la twenty years alter that date,
the Interest to bo palil semi-annually.The entire line of road of the Baltimore
«fc Ohio Company, from Baltimore to
Wheeling, Including branches, is mortgaged(or the payment of the bonds, and
Messrs. John W. Garrott and Johns Hopkins,of Baltimore, and James Tinker, of
New York, ore named as trustees.
A similar mortgage, lor ono million

pounds sterling, (or nearly $5,000,000
United States money) is given by the
Pittsburgh & Connellsville Railroad Company,and names Messrs. Robert T.Baldwin,Charles S. Baker and William KeyBer,trustees. This loan Is to bo In 5,000
bonds, of $ 1,000 each, payable in thirty
years from tho lath day of April, 1872,
with six per cent interest, payable semannually,samo as above. Tho original
mortgages being duly recorded In Baltimoreand Pittsburgh, duplicates thereof
arc required to bo copied upon the land
records of every county In the States
named through which these roads pass.
