INDIAN TERRITORY.

The General Council Memorinlizes
the President.

Cnicaao, June 28.—A repo
Okamulgee, Indian Territory, says that
the General Council adjourned on the 18th
Inst, after the adoption of the following
memorial to the dent:

To His U. 8 Grant, President

af the mm

Your memorialists, Cherokees, Choc-
tawe, Muscogees, Shawnces, Sacs and
Foxes, Senccns and other tribes, owning
lands in the Indian Terrltorf. and repre-
gented inthe General Council of the same,
nssembled in Okamulgee, January 18,
1872, would most respectfully show that
the country known ns the Indian Terrl-
tory, wns st apart for permanent homes
for IRed people, where they might live in
cace with each other and with all men,
he acto! Congress, approved May 28,
1830, that their right and title to that
country were perfected by treatics with
* United Buates by acts of Copgress and

1s in fee slmple from the United
Btates, Twelve treaties aro cited in the
memorial; that the Cherokees, Choctaws,
Muscogees, Chicknsaws and Beminoles
but afew years since lived east of the
Missisgippi river, from whence they were
expélled by superior force, and in disre-
rd of their earnest protests; that under
Lhe ples of necesgity they were transferred
to the country they now own, thelr wil-
derness, under solemn gusrantee that hero
al last they might rest their weary
feet, rekindle their Council fires and
build anew their houses and open
up farms sod  school their children,
to worship God and n{ﬂqlzo govern-
ments of their own, nnd that these privi-
leges should be sccured to them and to
their children for all time to come, con-
tingent only on their destruction or vol-
unlary ‘abandonment of their domain.
Relying upon such solemn guarantees our
people settled down in consclous security,
and up to 1860 made rapid strides in the
clyilized aris and industry.  Hall of the
country had been transformed by them
from hall naked and nomadic people to
well clothed, well fed and intelligeat
men and women, with some of the com-
forts and some approach to the luxuries
and wealth of the commercial nations.
They were the undisputed owners of a
vast domain, and were eesive and
highly hopetul of the future, but the civil
war broke out and involved them against
their will in its fearful vortex. During
the conflict they were despoiled of every-
thing eave the soil benesth their feet,
with their sons and Drothers glain,
their homes desolated, their herds
of caitle driven off, nnd their piop-
erty destroyed. It is no wonder that
they sank down in utter despair, but
treatics negotiated between the United
Btates Government and  Cherokees,
Creels, Chocktuws, Chickasaws and
Seminoles guaranteeing 10 these nations
the right of dower and sell-governmen
rekindled their spwits snd hopes; an
again they are on the road to prosperity,
good houges, chieerlul schools and commo-
dious churches are springing up in ms:({
places, farms being opened or extended,
grains and fruits are caltivated, our herds
and floeks are on the increase and will soon
again dot our prairies. Btill the truth must
be told, our progress is retarded by evil
men and dark forebodings of the tulure:
The charters of certain railroads projected
through the Indian terfritory, certain per-
missions for extension of land grants con-
tiguons npon extinction of jthe Indinne;
these grants contemplate the spoilation of
the I.usiana to the extent of some 24,000 000
ncres ol their best Jund; they furnished an
investment to wealthy men to combine
into corporations o press upon Congress
to perfect their titles to these lunds,
and to thisend the Oklahoma and other
Dills oi*a similar purport have been pressed
upon Congress under the plea thal the
Indians stands in the way of advancing
civilization, We pray you Mr, President
to interpose your authority nod your hu.
