lioaven of snowy beaks and shining dome*,it was a wondrous day to live and to remember.
As wc Jogged along, slogle file, we

formed an odd bat not very plcturetque
procession Still, we bad our daah of
color, ono bright graceful object in our
moving picture. A lady of our party, a
fair young girl trom Boston, was eharmaw-mm
Semite suit was black, trimmed with
scarlet, a long scarlet sash tailing at the

I kept near him
most of tho time plying him with questions.Ilia patience waa also severelytried by our pock-male, a diminutive antma!,so built on atflJ about by vilfees,
carpet-bags, and bundles, that ol the originalstructure only four slender piers and
two terrets were visible from the rear, at
least. Tho poor brute had a mildj melan-

tendencies. Ho seized upon every opportunityto leave the trail and go oS prospecting.When brought back, by shouts
and blows, to the path of rectitude and
the Yosemite, his countenance always
wore a touching look of humility and
pcnitcnce that seemed so say:

"Prone to winder, lord I feel It."
We dined, and dined sumptuouily, at

1'aragoy's, the new half-way house, Bat
under the pines, in the greenest of mountainmeadows, with melting snows and
rushing streams about it, anifgrand whiteheadedmountains abovo it. 1 think tourists,for whom the delay is possible,should spend the night here and go Into
the valley in the morning.
Only a few miles from Paragov's, and

wo were on Inspiration Point, lookingdown on the mighty Meccaofour pilgrim-
age.on awiui ueptti ana vastness,
wedded to unimagined brightness and
loveliness.a sight that appalled, while It
attracted a sublime terror; a beautiful
abyss, tbo valley ot ihe shadow of God!

it sectned to me as I gazed that here
was nature's last, most cunning bidingplacefor her utmost sublimities, her
rarest splendors. Here she h&d'worked
her dlvinest miracles, tfith water and
sun light.lake, river, cataract, caieade,
spray, mist and rainbows by the thousand.it was but a little strip of smilingearth to look down on, alter all.but ah 1
the stupendousneas of Its surroundings 1
There were arched and pillared rocks, so
massive, so immense, it seemed they
might have formed the foundation-walls
of a continent,.and domes so vast, theyseeded like young worlds, rounding out
of chaos.
The trail down from Inspiration Point

Is steep, rough and somewhat perilous for
inexperienced riders, but I prefer it, tor
its variety and cool, shadowy places, to
the shorter new trail by Glacier Point,which Is wide, even, monotonously good,and almost without shWe. On our waydo#n our guide pointed out to us s largehollow tree fitted un with mrutarn nnn.

TenieDCca, in which real hermit hid
kept house for some years. Disappointedin love or politics, ho retired lrom the
world to this rather public spot, when,
finally, ho died by his own hand, lie
leita large trunk, but with little in it.

Thistrail enters the valley near the
Bridal Vail. Beautilul Pohono had
dressed liereelt royally in rainbows to receiveus. The sight ol this tall, in the
height of its summer glory, and the surpassingloveliness o( the valley throughall the tivo miles that remained for us to
ride, charmed away our latigue and restoredus to vigor an£ gayety. We fordedcountless streams, cold as snow and
bright ai sunshine: we passed through
forests of blooming azaleas and sweet wild
roses and wondrous ferns, grand natural
parks of oak and cedar, grove* and avenuesof locusts and pines.indeed, ot all
sorts of trees, lor the variety of loliage in
the valley is wonderlul. lluch of the
way we rode along the rapid Merced,
pushed on by cataracts.a passionate,
threatening stream. We readily recognizedall the great rocks from Witkina'
magnificent photograph*.the Sentinel,
the Three Graces, the Cathedral Spires,
tho Three Brothers, and El Capitan, bluff
and lordly, shouldering his way to the
front. At the second hotel.Black's.
dear friends ran out to meet us with a joy-
ous greeting, and we ielt it home even
before we reached our pleasant quarters
at the Hutchlngs House and received from
Mr. Hutchings the hearty, happy welcomehe so well knows how to give.

It was wonderful to us, if not to others,how comparatively fresh wo were after a
clay of unprecedented fatiguoand excitementThere must be some magic of
stimulus and sustainment in the air of the
Sierras. A good supper and good companyfurther checred and supported us,
and, last of all, beloro sleep, there wa»
for us absolute physical rejuvenation iff
the warm baths of the Cosmopolitan Saloon,just opposite our cottage. Here we
were astonished to find.when we had
expected to rough It.absolutely sybaritic
arrangements.large, bright bathtogrooms.-spactonstube, exquisitely clean, a
limitless supply otpure, toft water, towels
.tine and coarse.in profusion, delicate
toilet soaps, bottles ot bay rum, Florida
water and arnica, court-platter, pins,needles, thread and buttons, for repairingdilapidations, and late AUat and BuUUim
lor l(eeh "bustles." The flams are all
handsomely carpeted, the walls are hungwith delicate paper and decorated with
pictures and mirrors, and cornices are
daintily gilded. Here, after all our longexcursions, hard ridea and harder climbs,
we took baths of bales, ot ddisteof,soothing and hnling. Tofludsuatr luxuryand comlort in the awful sunken lastnesa
of this galley, seems something absolutelymarvelous.the work of enchantment.
bdt the magical agencies ltoti dtlf keen
business faredghl, energy, pluck, perseveranceand paick-mulea.
