the country might return to specie paymentsgradually, first redeeming the fractionalcurrency in coin, and following this
movement by a like redemption of the
smaller denominations of greenbacks and
bank notes. We havo more than once
shown the futility in practice of any such
operation. Alike impracticable was Sena-
tor humners proposition at the Beginning
of tho last session of Congrees, to resume
specie payments by substituting compound
interest notes foi'legal tender notes, to be
issued at the rata ol $10,000,000 a month,
beginning July 1,1872, and destroying legaltender notes to the same amount
These notes he proposed should be convertibleevery month Into Government
bonds, running not less than ten nor more
than lorty years, at five per cent interest
Mr. Sumner proposed that at the time
nf issue these notes would circulate
us currency, but that as interest
accumulated they would be gradduallywithdrawn and held as securities.
Thi3 supposition means that their value
would not at first be recognized, a reflectionupon the sagacity of financial men
which facts do not warrant. They would
see their value at once, and no amount of
talk or reasoning would be an inducement
lor them to use them tor currency, first or
last. They need no now teaching to convincethem that compound interest notes
arc not the things to enter into the circulationvtlth other currency. In brief.

true plan is something entirely different.
Diminish the demand lor gold, or what
is the same tiling, appreciate the value of
paper, and specie resumption would be
proportionately facilitated.

money tinkers that a largo reduction in
customs duties would proportionately di*

The Rise on Coal in England an*

Its Effects on English Industries*
(From the FUla. Record.)
The English papers received by the last

mail are filled with speculations on the
unprecedented rise in the price of coal,and Its probable efTecIa on the manufacturingindustries of that country. This
advance ia probably chiefly due to the
preceding advance in iron. The LondonBcvnomiu considers the true cause to be
"that production has Increased so rapidlyIrom a variety of causes that It has nrm-.
taken the supply of the instruments Kith
which it works, and coal is the greatinstrument." Our London cotemporaryalso remarks that "the supply ofcoal and
thk means (if supplying it nave not diminished.onthe contrary greatly increased;hut the sudden multiplication of the wantsof the world has had all the effect on it
which the Budden introduction of a great
many new mouths would have on the
customarily sufficient supplies of food."The enhanced coat o( living to the British
people which tlife advance- In both coal
and Iron involves is a popular snblect of
discussion in Emjlund, As the advance
in the price of irot) has enhanced the
price of coal, so this increase will again
react and make the cost ot producingiron higher than ever. This state of the
iron and coal markets In England cannot
but exercise an important intluence in
this country. It must tell upon s good
many enterprises now in progress, u well
as the projected building of new nilroads,and may not be in .tho end an unmixedevil. The tendency to multiplythis class o( implements in every directionis rapidly approaching, il it has not
already bocomo a mania, and it will perhapsbe wise thai we Bhould "hall"
awhile and consider well the foundations
upon which' wc are standing. We should
consider well how many and where we
arc building railroads, and more especiallyin what manner we are building them
.whether with accumulated capital or
with debts None will question that
a railroad almost anywhere is' a goodthing in itself, and promotive of the
prosperity of the country through
which it traverse*; but it may be possible,nevertheless, to pay too large a price for
It. and it is a serious anestion whether the
amount of capital sunk In enterprises oI
this sort is not a 'greater loss thin the
possible good from them warrant!. It will
not be denied tbat hundreds of millions
have already been sunk, not one doilir of
which will ever be returned to those on
whom the loss has (alien, and though the
ultimate gain to the country at large ii
certain, yet It would be quite is well to
hold up awhile and make out a trial balance.Perhaps, too, In counting the cost
or railroad building, in all Its ejects, financialand otherwise, upon the country, the
people, and more particularly stockholders,may find time to look into their management,and to scrutinize their Influence
upon the law-making power of the go*ernmentThis will be an important matterand, perhaps, save us something more
than the mere loss of money,
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
