thick; the lire extinguishing pipes should

Quartermaster that tho fire came from tbe
hatch, under tbe steerage, flllcon feet torwardo( the boilers. The Bienville had as
much security against fire as any vessel ho
ever Baw. Witnoaj thought the fire originatedforward between the decks, fie
bad twenty people In bis boat, nine of
whom were drowned by the boat capsiz5ohn

H. McCurdy, who built tho boiler
for tho Bienville, testified that her boilers
wcro better as to safety against firo than
any other he had seen.

ever adopted by the most exemplaryRepublicans ever assembled together in
this country is a fitting climax to the sellsacrificinglabors of tbe best men In the
land for more than a quarter of a century,
and augurs a brighter and more peacefulfuture to tho common country; and,
whereas, It becomes the sacred duty of all
citizens, ol whatever race, origin andcondition,to contribute toward that
grand consummation, which Is the end
and aim of tbe progressive Liberal Re-

8. Wo denounce as un-Republlcan and
un-American the villainy of rulers who
have torccd themselves upon some of tho
Southern States, and who, by tho most
unblushing cupidity, have reduced the
