The Attitude of Democrat! In Ike
Present Coateit.

The Democratic and Liberal leaden are

trying very hard to make a show of energyand courage io Ibe Presidential fight;
but it la only the last eSort ol desperation.
The fight for tbem is a hopeless one and
they know it. Everybody else Bees it,
too. The October elections were so decisivelyagainst them that there can be do

recovery by November, but the result
then must be still more decisively in the
same direction. The Democratic papera
U '* ire the October elections declared that
i>Q tlitin hang the file of the Presidential
contest. The; recognized the fact that
not only would the vote in October ahow
how the States then toting would go in
N" ovember, bat that the moral efiect of the
October vote would gire direction and
momentum to all the doubtful and wateringelements throughout the country and
immensely swell the triumph in Novemberol the party that won in October.
The October battle was fought and they

lost it. Pennsylvania was the turning
point ol the field, and they lost Pennsylvaniaby odds so much greater than anybodyexpected as to make the defeat irretrievable.By their own admissions beforethe fight, the November contest is
decided against them in advance; and the
only motive thst can inspire them now to
continue a show of fight is a vague hope,
not unlike that which cheered the lucklessHicawcEB, that something.they
Uve no Idea what.may turn up In their
favor between now and November.
But while the leaders make a show of

desperate energy, it is apparent they are
not seconded by the mass ol their party.
There is a lethargy in the lower ranks
thst nothingnow can overcome. It was
this that constituted the fatal weakness in
October. This is contessed by the Tribuntand other influential Liberal and
Democratic tuners. It is contested in
the address of the National - Democratic
Committee copied in yesterday's Register.
There were Liberal rotes enough, they
aay, to hare secured a victory if the Democratshid only turned out and polled
their fall strength. Bat they did not, and
"hence these tears." And just here is the
fatal weakness of the whole Greeley
movement: that while llr. Greeley
brought some Republican recruits to the
flirty these accessions were more than
offset by Democrats who abandoned the
organization in disgusL Xo doubt in
each ol the three States, Ohio, Pennsylvaniaand Indiana, a considerable vote
heretofore Republican was cast for the
Democratic tickets.enough perhaps to
have given these States to the Demo-
crats if the Democrats themselves had
unanimously stuck to their ticket.
Bat ia the nature of things they could
noiuo mif; ana they am not. Large
numbers ot them voted the Republican
ticket, and still greater numbers did not
vote at all. In Philadelphia, while there
was a registration ol 105,000, the vote
polled was only about 120,000. Who
were these 43,000 absentees! Certainly
not many ol tbem were Republicans, for
while some Republicans might refuse to
vote for Governor because their candidate
was objectionable to theai, they had no
such reason for refusing to vote on Con-
grissmcn at large or on the rest of the
ticket Certainly the Republican vote
was very fully polled. It was Democratic
absenteeism, added to Democratic votes
cast for tho Republican ticket, that produced"thesurprising result in Philadel-
phis and in Pennsylvania. The district
across the river is a lair example ol the
way the thing worked in Ohio. It was the
votesor the absence ol democrats thatgave
Belmont county completely to the Republicansand swelled Daxfoud's msjority
so largely in the district. Docs anybody
suppose these demoralized and disgusted
Democrats will pursue a different course
in November? The philosophy of party
attachments is against it. When a man
once breaks with his party, he never goes
back to It Especially will Democrats
have no motive to do so ia November.
If such things occur in° the green leal,
uow wiu u dc in wo ury. u uemocrau
cut loose la thU way from old associalionsin October, when there was a chance
of success by remaining, what will ttiey
do in November,'when that chance is
confessedly lost ? The lact begins to ap-
|w»r, In the results of the reccnt elections,
that tho nomination of Gkeelkt and the

This gives the SopervUorsno authority in the matter whatever.The clerk i> ordinarily the executiveofficer of the Supervisors, to execute
such duties as they may direct, in panuanceol authority vetted by law in thai> ;
but in this case the law vests an authority
in the clerk entirely Independent ot the
board. The board cannot interfere with
his discretion in the matter one way nor
the other. The boardhu simply nothing
whatever to do with making the provisionsfor elections entrusted directly to the
clerk by the section quoted. The clerk
must judge for himself when elections are

to be held under the laws of the Bute
and provide for them; and he is not, we

repeat, in any manner or degree, subject
to the direction of the Supervisor! in the
exercise of thatjudgment, nor reaposaible
to them for his action.
