Huatlog Wild Turkeys.

A correspondent of the Richmond
Whig, writing ot Christmas pastimes in
Virginin, gives the following account of a
turkey hunt: 1 .

The second day alter this was set apart
for hunting wild turkeys, of which sever-

ware known to use in the neigh-
borhood.  The modo of hunting these
wary birds is worth some description. It
Is preferable to use o dog traiped to that
business exclusively, an English setter
being, pe, the best. Our huntsman
were nll mounted, The first ebject being
to find & covey, a line was formed so ss
to beat the woods salong a breadih
ol more thsn hall a- mile. Dockory's
“Roscoe,’ an Irish seiter, under
his master's eye and bidding, hunted
along oneflank, and his nose being good
for more than a quarter, wo covered near-
}itlw breadth of & mile 88 we moved
roggh the woods. “Rescoe’ presently
struck a hot scent,and, head erect, dart-
ed liko the wind along 'the trail. In five
minutes he had the covey up, and his
warnipg bark called all the horsemen to
the spot. The splendid birds rose over
the treo tops,as if for a lonF fight. Now
n busy preparatiops for slaughter.
The habits ot these birds, which the hun-
ter takes advantage ol, is to move gradu-
olly back to the spot where they took
wing. The hunters tied their horses at o
sale distance, and them each chose his
gpot and built his blind so aa to intercept
e turkeys as they retoroed.
The bllnd completed, everything for
the space of hall an hour was stlﬁ o8
death,and then you might have heard
our more experienced hunters cautiously
begin to yelp the turkeys up. This mode
of decoying the birds is universally prac-
ticed among the old hunters. The yelper
is commonly madeof a Iarge and small
bone of the fturkey, joined together.
With this simple little Instrument soy
person, by a little practice, can mock the
peculiar éall of wild turkeys with suffici-
ent seeuracy to decelve the cunning birds
themselves. If the gbmg is & large one,
the woods abont the blinds are in a littlo
while nlive with turkeys, running at their
race-horse speed hither and thither, and
elping  to  each . other anxiovely, The
nter bides bia time, snugly hid in his
blind, till soma unfortunate bird, attracted
