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Got. Jacob and tho Congress Kitelions.

It was hardly to be expected that the
RegMer would approve tho proclamation
issued by Got. Jacob declaring tho result
of the Congressional elections last Bummer

and Fall. And yet if tho editor ol
the Rtgutcr were Governor, as sometime
he may be, wo do not see how, acting as

we are sure ho would with a conscientious
regard for the responsibility of his position,ho could very well have Justified a

course different from that pursued by the
Governor. If Gov. Jacob's proclamation
Is an nnonjaly in that class of literature,
wo are to remember that the circumstances

which gave rise to it were also anomalous.It was tho stupid blundering
of tho Ilajittcr't special friends that led to

the holding of two Congressional elections
and to the doubt and controversy as to

which, if either, was legal. Gov. Ja«ob
hits chosen to deal with tho facts, and to
leavo the question of law to be settled bj/
those who have jurisdiction of it. The
proclamation sets forth the facts with
technical exactness. It recites that elec«
tiuns fur Congressmen were held und
duly certified by tho proper ofilccrs,
both <n August nud October, and states
the vote received by cach candidate, in
each district, at each election. Then followsthis paragraph, which embodies the
whole case:
"Ami hh It thus appears that in a largo majotltyofthu ccuutlts la tho State. two elections

were hold under the aatliorlty ol tho Supervisors
thereof, for Kepresen ativts In tho Congress ol
tho United States for the term commencing on
the fourth day of March next, ono, on tho fourth
'J'tmrsdiy la August, 1872, and tho other on thu
fourth 1 ucrfldav in Octohcr, 1872, and inasmuch
a- the liou'o of hoprcnitatlvc* in the exercise
of It* constitutional rights must ult matoly determinewhat time (il any) was prescribed by
tho Legislature of this State lor holdiug an clcctlonfor Heprtsentatlves in Congress for said
term, I have deem- d it advisable and pcopir to
proclaim and certify tlio rt suits ol both of the
elections afores Id. and thuB bring tho qaeationa
Involved, fairly before tho Houso ol ltojircreutativeaof tbo Un.ted Stales for its decision."
The Governor therefore proclaims that

Davis, Haoans and IlEitKFOitD were
elected in August, "(provided that was

the lime prescribed by law lor holding
aaid election)," and i hat w1l8or, Maiitin
and Herkfohd were olected in October
(with the same reservation.) Gov. Jacoh
has an opinion ol his own, we presurao,
about the question of legality involved;
and if ho had chosen, ho could have
ignored the election which ho believed to
have been held without authority and
proclaimed tho result ol the othor; or, il
ho believed, as some do, that there wot

no authority lor holding either election,
he could have ignored both. In the latter
cisc, though tho Governor's opinion
might have been wrong, Congress could
have taken no notico of the elections al
all. In tho former, those chosen at the
ignored election would havo contested;
the House would havo reviewed the whole
matter and would have recognized one

election or the other according to the law
of the caso, whether it was the one proclaimedby the Governor or not. Hence,
if the Governor had chosen to act rather
53 a partisan than as a Stato executive,
ho could atill liavo dono his lavorite candidateslittle real servicc whilo doing the
others a possible injustice. But as Governorof the State, not of a party, wc

canuot sco but Gov. Jacob has chosen the
bitter course by giving an impartial certificateof the anomalous stato of facts,
leaving the House ot Representatives to
deal v.'ith the question ol law.

Tim Washington correspondent of tho
Providcr.cc Journal telegraphs that Mr.
