who robbed the government of filty or

sixty millions of dollars by taking bribes
ol Credit MMlitr stock iu consideration
of votes in Cougrcss, which enabled tho
thieves to steal the munillccnt subsidies
voted to the Pacific Railroad. Nor have
we had the pleasure of noticing any such
denunciation ol the "thieves" in the 42nd
Congress who only a fortnight ago plunderedthe Treasury of a million and a half
of dollars by voting themselves an extra

$5,000 each for services already rendered.
Nor have we had the pleasure of seeing
iu the Coluraus ol the Journal its fearless
editor's opinion as to tho cxpcdicncy of
the Increaso of salaries, which was carriedthrough that pluudcring Congress
at the last moment by the aid of that
Jf«>,WUU unuu ICIIUCIUU 11/ dtbu luvuiubi.

Nor havo wo had the pleasure of observingtliit the Journal has expressed itself
concerning the degree of culpability that
attaches to the President by whose approvaland iutluence this measure was

proposed and carried through, and whose
official signature gave it consummation
and put $100,000 in his own pocket. While
the Journal is busy "throttling thieves"
at Charleston, we humbly suggest that it
may And another extensive field for opcr-1
ations at Washington.

Unury and Intercuts.
It is appropriate that with tho return of

Bourbonism to power in this State an attemptshould be mado to re-enact the
usury laws. Accordingly wo find tho

Legislature is considering a bill to reestablishtho old law of Virginia, by
which tho business of our peoplo was

long oppressed, providing that tho taking
of interest over six per cent forfeits both
interest and principal. It is only to those
who take tho narrowest views ol cause

and eflect in political economy that the
futility and mischief of such enactments
aro not apparent. They not only fail to

compel capitalists to lend money at six
per cent, when it is worth more in fjic
business market, but by embarrassing the
trade in money they really increase the
interest which the borrower finds himself
obliged by the natural condition of the
money market to pay. The operation of
usury laws wo have never seen more

lucidly or comprehensively stated than it
is by Mr. Ducki.e, the eminet historical
philospher, who writes after the most exhaustiveresearch into the history of such
legislation in all the countries of Europe
and into tho locical causes which render
such legislation nugatory. Wo quote
from the introductory volume ot his Historyof English Civilization. He lias been
showing in the most elaborate and conclusiveway the vast and continual mischief
done to intellectual and material progress
by the interlerenco of government upon
the illusive idea that it was promoting
such progress, when all that was needed
was to let tho people entirely uiono in'
their enterprises, material, moral and intellectual,to develop in their own way^in
obedience to the natural causes that arc

always at work. Ho shows that developmentcan only tuko place in obedience to
those causes, and that all interference by
Government, howover well meaut, will
only result in embarrassing and retarding
what it is intended to promote. The ker-'
nel of his philosophy is indeed embodied
in the maxim that "the world is governed
too much." And hero r.re the remarks
referred to in regard to attempts to governthe interest of money by legislation:
"Exactly in the samo way, nearly every

country has taken steps to prevent usury
and keep down tho interest ol tho money;
and the invariable effect has been to increaseusury and raise tho interest ol
money. For, since no prohibition, howeverstringent, can destroy the national
relation between demand and supply, it
has followed that when some men want
to borrow and ottfer men want to lend,
both parlies are sure to find sumo means
of evading a law which interferes with
their mutual rights. If the two parties
were left to adjust their own bargain undisturbed,tho usury would depend on the
circumstances of tho loan, such as the
amount o! security and the chance of repayment.But this natural arrangement
has been complicated by tho interference
ol government. A certain risk being
alwayF incurred by those who disobey the
law, the usurer, very properly, refuses
to lond his money unless he is also
compensated for the danger he is in from
the penalty hanging over him. This
compensation can only uo maae oy tue

borrower, who is thus obliged lo pay
what in reality is a donbio interest; one
interest for the natural risk on the loan,
and another interest from the extra risk
irom the law. Such is the position in
which every European legislature lias
placed itself. By enactments against
usury, it has increased whal it wished to
destroy; it has passed laws which tho imperativenecessities ol men compel them

\ to violate; while, to wind up the whole,
the penalty for such a violation falls on
the borrowers; that is, on tho very class
in whoso favor tho legislators interfered."
