over the Capital will be too tliln. Everybodyunderstands now that there is no

real purpose to remove it, but that there is
ti purpose to make the session as loni? and
as expensive to the State as the Legisla-
ture dare in the face of the existing popu-1
lar indignation.
Mn. Gaiifibld, of Ohio, who bore an

irreproachable name as a public man be-1
fore the last session of Congress, begin9 to
feel the weight of popular condemnation.
He was compromised somewhat by the
Credit Mobilicr revelations,but still worse
in the esteem of his constituents, it would
appoar, by his vote for the "salary grab."
The Republicans in one county ofhis districthave passed resolutions, condemning
that vote and requesting him to resign.
Congressmen who expected the iudiguntionover thut transaction would "blow
ovei" (as Oakey Hall said about the
Tammany revelations) probably made ft

mistake. The feeling strengthens rather
than abates. Borne members who prudentlydeferred drawing the extra $5,000
till they could have time to see how it
struck the popular apprehension, have
concluded that they dont want it; and
others who wcro less prudent are making
restitution. Tho list of such persons is
not a long one, but it may grow.

Accohding to the report of the legislativecommittee on the proposed Salt SulphurInsane Hospital, it will take $1-10,000
to set that promising little job on its

legs. It seems to have occurred to somebodyinterested in it that the revival of the
capital removal about this timo may be
made useful in the promotion of the job.
For instance, that certain louthern mem-
hers, enougu to carry 11, wouiu vote tor removalit enough removers to carry the
Hospital job would vote lor it.

Have Wo n Board of Public Worlis
in this Stale ?

To the Editors of the Jntelllgcnccr.
A Board of Public Works is a public

corporation, and in law there can bo no
such corporation without officers. Tho
Constitution of this State, 7th articlo and
4th section, declares that "neither the
Governor, State Superintendent of Free
Schools, Auditor, Treasurer, nor Attorney
General tfuiU hold any other office during
his term of terete*." We maintain that
neither ot these public oflkers can be
"elected or appointed by the Legislature"
tn officer ol the Board of Public Works.
Nor can they by legislative enactment be
made to constitute tho Board of Public
Works. Tho duties, powers and authorityof public corporations are too well do.lined by law to require explanation ordiscussionby us. The argument advanced
by some that there is no 'Salary attached
to thd Board of Public Works, and lor
that cause a member of the Board is not
an officer% is not sound, and cannot be
sustained by any good legal authority.But, apart from this, if the
law croating tho Board of Public
Works were constitutional, and the
Legislature had power to impose this additionalduty upon theso executive oflicers,could it bo said tho salaries they
now gel wouiu nol no lor ferviccs performedin discharging the duties of both
office# In other words, the auditor,
whoso salary is fixed nt $2,000 pur ftn.
nurn, as;sucb olliccr, when ho is mile an
offlccr of tho Board ot Public Works, and
liia duties made obligatory upon him, withoutadditional salary, the $3,0')0 would
then in that ease bo a salary tor both offices
The Board ol Public Works, an a public
corporation, has conferred upon it by statute,important public duties, which it is
bonnd by law to perform. It may make
contracts, and for a breach thereof may
bo sued, and without nu officer no process
could be served upon it, and the injured
party could have no redress. To our
mind tho proposition that there cau bo
euch thing as nn acting lefal Board of
Public Works without an officer is too absurdto admit ol serious legal discussion.
Wo do not doubt the authority ol the

Legislature to create by law a Board of
Public Works, and provide by law for its
appointment of all officers ami agents not
expressly tho otherwise provided lor in
the Constitution.
The true solution ol tho 8th section o!

tho 7th article, which reads, "thu Governor,by and with thu advicu and consent
of the Senate, shall appoint all officers
whose officea are established by this Conailtuiion,or shall be created by law," admitsof ihirt explanation.that the Legislaturemay in creating an office, or in an
office already created by tho Legislature,provide for filling it, either by an election
by tho people, or by appointment by eomi!
designated agent or officer, other than the
Governor. There are certain olUces establishedby the Constitution ordered to
bo appointed by the Governor by and
with the advice and conbent ol the Sen
ate; and the Legislature it it ecir proper
to do so, may create by law offices and
provide lor filling them by appointment
by tho Governor, with or itith$ut tho adviceand consent of tho Senate. Thereforethe meaning of the words in the 3th

section "and whoso appointment or electionis not otherwise provided lor,"
is not confined to officers named
in the Constitution alone, or createdby laio alone.uvt include both.
That is to say, where the Constitution establishesan ojjice and there is no provis*
ion in the Constitution for filling it, and
the Legislature creates an office, and
makes no provision in the law for tilling
it.this 8th section steps in and says the
Governor, by and with the advice and
conscnt of tho Benato, shall 1111 them.
And why this? Because their "election
or appointment is not otherwlso provided
(or," neither in the Constitution nor by Vic
law. Whilst we have said we do not
doubt the suthority ot tho Legislature to
create, by law, a Board of Public Works
and provide for its appointment of all
officers and agents not otherwise provided
(or In tho Constitution, wo do maintain
that the Legislature is expressly prohibit-'1
ed from constituting by law the presentexecutive < Ulcers'or this43tate, "The
Board of Public Works,".and that such
Board of Public Works as now constitute
ed In this State, is unconstitutional afcd all
its nets void.
