Uea. Lee's Widow Clalmtig Arlington.
A Washington dispatch asMpi that the

widow of the late Robert & Lee, ot Virginia,proposes to make a claim upon the
Government for the value of the Arlingtonestate, now uaed as a soldiers' cemetery.It will be remembered that before
the close of the rebellion the estate was
sold for tsies, and purchased at a low
figure by the Government. Mrs. Lee allegesthat at the time of the sale certain of
her friends proposed to buy It for her, but
their bid was refused. Bho farther says
that her brother, Qeorgo Washington
Parke Custis, dying in 1857, gave her by
bis will the entire Arlington estate. The
terms of the will vested the property in
her absolutely. Beyond the simple duties
ol so executor, General Lee had no controlof the property, and never, either beforeor since, assumed a single right of
ownership. According to her statement,
tho property did not in any senso belong
to General Lee, and tho Government, she
claims, had no right to seize It. She does
not expect to have It restored, but she
hopes to obtsin indemnity. It is held by
officers ot the Government that, waiving
the question of confiscation and seizure,
the Arlington property was purchased at

Bublic sale by the Government, and that
Irs. Lee has no claim upon it. The

Broad Btreet, and presented tue letter ol
credit for $87,000, remarking he
should probably want to draw all
of the money and perhaps more
as ho wished, to go Into the street and
speculate. Osgood & Co. demurred,
whereupon Horton directed them to send
a dispatch to hlaPhiladelphia brokers and
have the transfer made. The transfer
was promptly made and everything being
satisfactory, $20,780 in gold was bought
and paid over to Mr, Horton, who had

was rccelied from Peterson & Co., cautioningthem against paying any money to
