THE POLARIS SURVIVORS.

IntereMine Details of Their Ailven(urea.
Naw York, Sept 30..Special correspondenceol the Iribune at Dundee gives

interesting details ol the adventures of the
rescued crew of the Polaris. Budington
and Schuman tell the story ol Hail's
death as follows: Bchumann, 1st engineer,
says that niter their return from the
Northern sledge journey, on coming into
the cabin, the Captain turned sick, and afterlying down, vomited agreat deal. He
would not taste any thing at first, but afterwardsasked for a cup of tea. He got
the tea, but ho had no sooner partaken
ol it than vomiting returned more violentlythan before. About six hours alterwardshe took delirium, and continued in
this condition three days. On recovering
bis senses, however, be grew better, ana
got up and wrote up bis journal. He also
uttended to his other duties as if he had
been in his usual health, but be never
went out. In about ten days be was again
seized, and got worse and worse, nntil the
flight ol the 7ib, wben he became calm.
Uiuilnn llr Pnaoal nnnr lin mlM Vllm onrM
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said, " I am very much obliged to you lor
the kindness you have shown me, Doctor."After uttering these wordB ho relapsed,and In the morning ho was dead.

tlUDDIHOTON'S STATEMENT.
Captain Buddington gives a briet accountol Captain flail's death. Be Bays:

"On the 24th, Captain Hall returned, havingreached a bay which ho named Newman'sBay. Not long after his return
Captain Hall was taken seriously ill, and
Dr. Beeselssaid hisdisease wasappoplexy.
For two weeks he conlinued In bad health,
but now and again ho would rally and appearwell and then relapse suddenly. On
the morning ol the 8th he died, and on
on the 10th we buried him about hall
a mile to the south of observation.
We were now in a peculiar and embarrassingcondition, but I considered It our
duty to press toward the North Pole. In
consequence of some little differences
which had occurred before Captain Hall's
death, as well as from tho novel position
in which we now found ourselves, tho
harmony which had previously prevailed
was more than once seriously broken.
On the 18th of November Dr. Bessels
drew up a paper and ho asked me to
sign it, which I did. It was a repetition
of the Instructions given by the Naval
Department to Captain Hall, providing
that I should continne as the sailing and
ice mister, nod control and direct the
movements ol tho vessel, Dr. Betsels to
continue us chief ol the scientific department.The paper concluded as follows:
