A Moo Who Went West From Jeffers
son Connty, Ohlo.

Bome time sgo, in the course of o fow
remarks ou the subject of “going West,"”
we took occasion to ask our readers in
Weat Virginoia, in Eastern Ohio, nnd in
Western Penusylvania, who were think-
ing nbout emigrating to the West, to con-
sider well what they were about to do be-
fore thiey gave up good homes, good soci-
ety, good schiools, and all the advantages
that this part of the country affords, and
set out in sesrch of pew homes in the
West.
