The worst slam that has struck the

Dictator thus far, is his "(all out" with

Qentry forward as bidder lor him in the
matter of the .Public Printing, and got
him Into a quarrel with tlio Governor,
much against his own will. For Mr
Gentry is recognized by every one who
knows him an a high timed gentleman.
Mr. Walker also pushed him forward a
sccoml tlmo to bid for him (Walker) in
his (Uentry's) name, and us before, the
contract was awarded to him (Gentry)
lor tbe use and benefit of Mr. Walker.

Mr. Gentry acted In good laith as a servantof his employer, and went on and
mado up tlio required bond upon his own
responsibility. After the contract was
ftwurrlnri. Mr. (3<>ntrv rmnirpd a hnnri nt

$17,000 00. which waa the amount of the
boDd Hint he (Gentry) had given the State
for the faithful performance of his duty as
Public Printer. Sir. Walker promptly refusedto give «uy bond, and expressed
considerable aurprise over Mr. Gentry's
demand; said that he knew him well
enough to know that he (Walker) would
not wrong him (Gentry), and therefore
thought It out of place to require him to
give a bond. One word brought on another,until Mr. Gentry told him that if
be could not procure a guarantee Irom
Mr. Walker for the non-abuse of his
(Gentry's) name, that he would keep the
printing in his own hands, and do the
work himself. Mr. Walker relused to
give the bond, and Mr. Gentry is preparingto do the work himself, which
leaves Mr. Walker out in the cold.
TEE GOVERNOR COMES TO THE SURFACE.
Tho Governor has ordered all ol the

State officers to direct their printing to
Mr. Gentry, who Is by law tho P. P., and
has also ordered Mr. Walker to deliver to
the Secretary of State all of tho printingmaterial in his possession that belongs to
the Slate; also, to turn over all of the State
work, whether llnished or unfinished, into
the hands of Mr. Gentry. Mr. Walker at
first refused to do either, but soon found
that as ho did not have the Legislature
here to back him, and no lava beds to
shelter himself, agreed to capitulate, and
to-day sent out a large amount ot book
paper which the State paid lor during the
mlo war danco of the Solons.

It is knowingly stated that there is
much more to come, which will be forthcomingif it takes the militia to bring it
out of tho late P. P's. fortifications. It
was this, more than any other one thing,that threw the Dictator in tho ditch. It
Is said that when a man getB to goingdown hill that everybody stands ready to
kick him as ho passes. Many of his best
friends are turning against him. They
now see that there is no good in him, and
arc cutting loose on every hand. Let the
good work go on.
THE SPLIT ON THE DISBURSEMENT OF THE
