was sustained in the Benate, on the returnol the bill, by a vote ol 25 to 18,
but It was indignantly repudiated by the
"Cosservativea" of Petersburg. The
Richmond Dltpaleh, a paper that occasionallyshows spirit and independence,
at tlcBt mildly sustained the Governor's
veto, but it seems to have succumbed to
the clamor ot the Petersburg Democrats,
and, under the threat of a loss of patronagein lhatcily, It sues for peace In theso
terms:
"We do not desire to prolong the discussionot tho veto o! the Petersburg

charter, and therefore wo will not undertaketo reply to the excited attacks ol tho
Petertburg Index upon the paper. We
esteem its editor, and respect the peoplefor whom it spe ks No man io Virginiawould do more than we for their welfare
and happiness Wo shall 'appeal from
Ptiilip druuk to Philip sober.'"
