As a botanist enteringlor tho first timeaforestofunknown trees,and finding them around him In all stagesnl development, from the seed or the
nascent sprout to the monarch of a thousandyears, could at once traco out the
process ol growth through which even
tho prostrato and decaying trunk had
passed to reach the state In which it was

growth the types arc furnished us by severalcomplex annular nebulae situated in
dillerent constellations. When the first
ring became separated from the more
rapidly concentrating central portion, the
rotating spheroid extended outwardly as
far as the orbit of Heptune, and from its
still greatly diffused bulk, had not reachedthat axial velocity which subsequentlycaused it to assume a very oblate spheroidalor lens shaped form, ilence this
annular detachment would bo thickest In
n direction vertical to its plane of rotation;would resemble a zinc ol peeling cut from
the greater circumference of an apple, or
in other words would be hoop-shaped.Now this being the case, when conglomerationof tho ring occurred from the
causes mentioned In my last article, its
tendency would be to revolve upon its
axis in the plane of its greatest diameter,since the least resistance would be encounteredin that direction, or at a great inclinationto the plane of its orbit. This is
observed to be true of the two outermost
planets, tNeptune and Uranus, (both ol

It has more,over been shown by calculation, that themaximum velocity which the force of theBun'a attraction could control in anyplanet, is equal to the observed velocityof the planet next nearest the Bun; thatIs to say, if Saturn was to suddenly acquirethe orbital speed of Jupiter, itwould Just be treed Irom solar attraction,and would fly oil into space; or, if thoEarth had the angular velocity of Venus,a similar catastrophe would occur lu its
caso. These facts Illustrating a mechanicalprinciple, which is a natural corollaryIrom the nebular theory of the planetarygenesis, gives additional weight to theprobability of planetary genesis in that
manner.

Site ultaneousiy with the progress ofother planets and of the sun, a like processof evolution has been experienced bythe earth. Cast ofT as tho seventh nebulousring from the original mass, It haBaggregated into a rotating spheroid, and
