superior when it cornea to long-head calculationsas to whether or not something
will turn out a paying transaction. Ilo
sees hluiscll surrounded by men in buckskinsuits and cowhide boots, who always
tako their whisky straight, curae loud aud
deep when they (eel like it, and sftcn
"light the tlgor" to tho tuno ol thousands,
and still have always enough to Btock a
ranche or open a gold mine; men whose
simple word is better than thousands ol
contracts, "signed, scaled, and delivered,"
and whose every action is open, honest,
and reliable. In company like this our
emigrant sees at once that all his fine expectationsare ended In einoko, and so he
hurries back to the East with the excuse
that "the climate was too severe; the pcopietoo rough; and, In fact, it Isn't half as
guod a place to make money aa one would
suppose."

BU1I,the knowledge that fortune and Independencewill surely crown their eflortsin the end, ought to be sufficient inducement.Men are wanted in the Far West
who, on finding nothing to do at their
own particular calling, will be ready and
willing to accept anything, bo it In the
shape of pick, shovel, az, or plow. All
over tho plains can bo found lawyers and
doctors stock-raising and herding, while
tho mines have many a college-graduate
to whom Greek and Latin aro familiar
tongues.
