Is a oily of about seventv-flvo thousand
inhabitants, situated on the northwestern
shore ol Lake Ontario. It Is tho teat of
the local government in Ontario, and 1b
somewhat noted on account of its splendidharbor, said to be one of the best of
all the harbors on tho chain of lakes.
The business ol Toronto is chiefly commercial,lumber being one of the principal

articles ot trade. There are Borne manufacturingenterprises very successlully
and profitably conducted, but there is
nothing to compare with the manufacturingInterests of your own unsightly, but
substantial city of Wheeling.

"TUB UNIVERSITY OF TORONTO"
is quite a lamous institution throughout
the Dominion, and is remarkable lor tho
reverence with which it pays homage to
the classic standard ol England, as it will
not admit to tho faculty of instruction
any preceptors but those who havo receiveddegrees from "Oxford," England's
great university. This college seems to
utterly ignore tho oducational standard of
the United States. It is a

TBDLY LOYAL INSTITUTION,
and looks to tho parent country (England)as the source of all thai is pure,
bright and beautiful. As other evidences
ol its'loyalty one may observe, within the
college walls, the portraits of England's
great warriors, statesmen and sailors,
among which tho good "Queon Victoria"
occupies a most conspicuous place. On all
programmes of public entertainment,muai
oal or otherwise, throughout the Dominion,the patriotic Bong, "God Bavo
the Queen," is invariably the concluding
piece. Ol courso tho University of Toronto,nurtured as it Is at tho breast or the
mother country, educates none but loyal
subjects ol Great Britain. The students
pride themselves upon their English relations,and speak of the

j "VANKBK NATION"
in the most contemptuous terms. In conversationwith ono of Britain's patriotic
subjects I ventured mildly to suggest that
the United States was a pretty decent
kind of a nation; but to this he demurred,
and in order to be conciliatory, I added
that tho Yankee nation had been rather
naughty in days past; she had twice
chastised her mother, and was about to
administer a third castigatiOD, when tho
mother begged the wayward child to re-
ceivo her humble acknowledgement, sc-
companled with an ample recompense,
and lurt'KO the severity ot administering
another Sagging. To this the child as-

tented, and peace reigns In the Internationalhousehold. <

The. Briton was displeased with my
remarks, and characterized them as Insinuationsupon the courage ol England
and the valor ol British soldiers. The
