any confidences which have been placed
in him. He came into the case as peacemakerto settle it, and all that he has done
has been in that direction. Without his
knowledge, and against his wishes, certaindocuments connected with the case
have been published, mainly throughMr. Tilton and In tho statement made beforethe committee so many of the origi-
nil documents u he hag copies ot and
which have been made public, he letls
under obligations to place in the hands ol
the committee if necessary.
