Iron Making In West Virginia.
The New York Tribune of Tuesdayhasa letter from Slaunton, Va., headed

"Iron Making on tho Kanawha," in
which the writer says that Iron can be
made at certain points on tho Chesapeake
& Ohio Railroad for $10 per ton, and can
bo delivered at Pittsburgh by all-rail
routes at $3. The letter concludes as
lollows:

In the course o( time, when the merits
ol this West Virginia region are more
luily recognized, it may readily happen
that rolling mills will be crected
near the lurnaccs and near the coal ol
the Kanawha, thus saving the transportationof the pig iron to Pittsburgh or the
coast lor further handling. This is the
more probable, as it is lound that the
coke lurnished by the New liuinnemont
(Mil Company ot the Kanawba is superiorto the lamoua Conuellsvillo coke,
upon which a large part ol the Pittsburgh
industry is now dependent The superiorityot the Kanawhacolte is established
by trials, made in actual practice, both in
producing the pig iron, as at tho lurnaco
ot Mr. Firmstone, in Augusta county,
near this city, whero tho ores are very
plentiful, at the IJuinnemout lurnace
ittell, on the Kanawha, and also in convertingtho pig Intocarwheels, for which
a superior quality ol metal is used, at the
Ensign Foundery at Huntington, on the
Ohio Hivcr. Mr. Firmstone is a member
of ono ol tho oldest and largest iron tirms
in Pennsylvania, and his working of turoacesin this new Virginia region is itself
significant. The;> results at his Inrnaco
how that he has produced a ton of No. l

Iron from nativo ores with about 2,200
pounds of the Kanawha coke. This is a

proportion so low as to bespeak lor that
fuel a very high reputation among lurnaco
men, Mr. KnsigD, of the car-wheel fac-

tory, gives even stronger testimony! he
used only 150 pound charges ol the Quinnemonlcone,u against 223 pound chargci
ol ConnellSYllio, which' has been former!)used. A new furnace has been erected ai
Quinncmont, and the prospect is that sev
eral moro will lollow along the Kanawhj
Valley. Whether it result in saving the
Pittsburgh loundere from loss, or in givingcheaper iron to.the country, or,in en
ricbing the mining proprietors on tht
Kanawha, and thereby building up new
works, it is every way a gain to that sec
tion ol the country, and to, the railroad
which has opened these extraordinary depositsto the markets ol the world.
