yurds, thelr eattle-sheds, and their dalrics,
und o geil for them st offlelsl prices,

"The Council qasiled before the bow)
ol indiguation which roge over the coun.
Iry when foree was threatened, and fo o
tew weeks tlicy were compelled to eon-
fesg their error, and to permit articles of
fnud to be sold se buyer and seller conld
spree,

“Sir John Mason writing to Ceeil ssid :
‘Nature will bave ber course, und pever
thull you drive her 10 consent that o pen-
nyworth by eold for n farthiog,’ "—
| Froude's Bogland, Vol 5 p 200,

The incressed currency not only bl
less purchaging power, bul it “lostered
corruplion and extravagance smong the
lispgers-on of the Couneil, indolenee and
vice smovg the middle classes, and
Brought misery and want to arlisans snd
Isborers”  In 1550, in the midet of this
iutlation period, Bishop Lutimer preach-
ol u sermon belore King wud Council, in
which be deseribed the condition of Eng-
lonil—

"Where profligacy was no longer held,
i erime, but something to be laughed at;
where the law was 80 wesk that oeither
could gentlemen be compelled to do their
duty né landowners, nor the people e
kept from  rebellion;  where avarice
seemed 1o be the only epirit to which
men any loogeracknowledged obedience,
ol tbe elfleers of the srmy set thy worst
nod moit plaring examples. 0 ®
They sugment ibeir fortunes snd grow
rich, while the King's workmen mosn
that they get oo mooey,"

I Ireland the miserable frults of this
oliey ripened more tally, nod the reports
ol the officers ol the Crown from that
part ol the realms give full and convine-
ing evidence ol lbe results of inllation
where allowed to run its full course,

“Sir Jumes Crofts, Lord Deputy, to ap-
peage s gencral elamor, and by eonsent
ol the King, imved s call in 1652 Yor o
meetiog of the people ot Dublin,Cork, Lim-
vriok, Waterlord, and Droghedas, to know
the enpee of the dearth 1o corn snd cat-
e, and how the eame muy be remedied.

“1t seems this meeting was well a-
tended, sod much  tempurate and intelli-
gent digcuesion was bad, pointing, in the
Language of the reports, to1his conclusion:
“Iherciore, that prices had risen with
bad mopey, Whetber it were better that
money | should be scarce or plenty they
winld not venture to say; only it muost be
pure.!

currency could ool honestly be restored,

Those
who before had bought little st high
prices could now buy nothing st sny
price, 'The countrymen so suspected the
money that they would not teke iton any
terms,
