Bcienceii to hold dominlou over the entire
field of knowledge. books sell so well
as those bearing directly or indirectly
upon the great subject of religion. The
New York dailies every Monday mom*

ing devote a largo portion of their spaco
to publishing the sermons of great divines
delivered the preceding day. It is a com*
moil complaint oir the part of dyspeptic
and morbid divined that this is a very degenerateage; that very few |>ersons are

regular and devout in their attendance
upon the preaching of the Gospel, and
that the theatre is more popular than the
church. They appear to forget that the
pulpit is no longer the only medium of
communicnting religious thought. They
seem to be oblivion* to the fact that
books, pamphlets, magazlucs and newspapersteem with religious discussions.
Ilonry Ward Beecher, David Bwing, PhilipBrooks, Dr. Ilall, Bishop Simpson and
audi broad,catholic preachers everywhere
aregruuieu u/ immense crowus. nucomplaintsarc heard from them about the
loss of interest on the subject of religion.
The chargo made by many prcachorB that
it is the innate depravity of tho human
hoart that keeps tho pcoplo away from
church, is sufficiently refuted by the fact
that whenever men who comprehend tho
npirit of tho age take upon themselves the
otlico of religious instruction, they never
lack for attcntivo and intelligent hearers.
This in an age of unbounded license in

thought. It cannot be denied that the
human mind, by a natural and inevitable
reaction, is surely tending, after its long
vassalage, to licentious speculation. Old
institutions are fearlessly subjected to a

keen scrutiny, ami nothing' will 'fraud
that cannot bear calm investigation.
This free inquiry cannot exist withoutgenerating a degree of scepticism.
Scepticism cannot l>o met by senseless
dogmatism. It must l>o met intelligently,
in a spirit of sympathy and candor by
those who aspire to Iks religious teachers.
The great subjects of God, duty, immortality,have not lost their jKjwer over the
humpn mind, and never has there been a

greater desire to know the truth in rega/ji
to them. The religion of tho ago must
be able to give a reason for its hope.
Venorablo names can no longer bo substitutedfor a calm inquiry into the natureand authority of religion.. Threats
of eternal punishment will not stifle
doubts, or answer sincere objections. Iks-
foro the bar of enlightened and unprejudicedreason, the true foUndatilona and
evidences of religion must l>e clearly and
convincingly exhibited. Then will it be
entitled to rcccivo the hearty credence,
sincere love and implicit obedience of
mankind.

TUB United States Circuit Court In
Now York has been recently engaged in
defining judicially the question. "What
is Bologna sausngo ?" In" June, 1872,
Congress pnsscd and act making changes

provided that Bologna sausage should be
