though it wan a toy ship. On rushed the
waters three-quartern of a mile through
tho lowlands to whero there were located
the .woolen and shoddy mills belonging
to tno felting company. Both ends ol
tho dam were washed away, and below
tho mill a largo heap of coal deposited
for uso at tho mill* wan carried oil. Seventyyards further on the great dam at
tho Elliott Felting MilU wan met. Thin,
with the road from the mills to Franklin
Centre, boneath which tho river runs,
offered a nubntantial renintance to the
rushing current. Tho road, however,
noon yielded, allowing tho full force of
tho water to strike against tho long dam.
Meanwhile, tho inhabitants of Frunklin
and Wrentham rendered valuablo asnintaucoto the watchman at tho miiln in
opening a place in the dam. hoping to nave
a portion of it. Their labors wero suecunnful,and although iifty feet of tho dam
wan curricd away, tho milln wero saved.
Down tho stream half a milo further wan
tho track of tho Now England & New
York ltailroad, nomo forty or liftv feet
above tho river bod. Ikmcath thin the
water usually panned by an arched culvertabout ten or fifteen feet in width.
Hero tho waters, with seemingly greatlv
increased forcc, forccd out tho ntono culvertas if it were constructed df jwbbloa.
So firm wan tho embankment of land
abovo tho culvert that it stood apparently
intact for tho space of an hour and then
undermined it cavcd in for a distance
of 150 to 200 feet, forming an Impassable
barrier to tho waters above. A freight
train wan within 1(H) feet of the place,
though not in motion, but the great
volume of water had already panned the
riuirouo unu oilmen on iu wiu ucnievuinontof it* greatest font, forty rods below
at llio city cotton tuilln. Tlio mill wok

originally uthree-story wooden building,
hut hittcrly was enlarged by tho addition
of n wing on coch unu. Tlio bridge over
the county roud succumbed and lien tlio
water obtaining u linn hold of the main
building, lifted it und sen] it crashing to
the meudows Mow. Ho thorough wan

No houses were swept
away as their location on the bank was
such that the water did not reach them.
